No.FOR.91/81/109.—The Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to make the following Rules to amend the
Rules for the conduct of Departmental Examination, 1995, namely:-

1. Short title & commencement,— (1) These Rules may be called the Conduct of Departmental Examina-
tion (Amendment) Rules 2006.

(2) They shall come into force from the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.

2. Amendment of Rule 5 a. —For Rule 5. a of the Rules of 1995 the following shall be substituted :-

“Every officer shall be required to pass compulsorily the following subjects of the Department Examination.

(i) General Rules & Procedure.

(ii) General Law.

(iii) Forest Law

(iv) Accounts.

(v) Languages.

3. Amendment of rule 6—After Rule 6 (1), a new sub-rule (ii) will now read as under.

Subject By whom question papers to be set

(ii) “General Law The Secretary to the Govt. of Meghalaya, Law Department.

And existing sub-rule (ii) (iii) (iv) (v) will now be renumbered as (iii) (iv) (v) (vi) accordingly.

II (i) Law—Part I

(a) First Paper—without books

Should now read as under :
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1. The Constitution of India—Fundamental rights, Directive principles of State, Policy.
Fundamental duties, Comptroller & Accountant General High Courts in State, Subordinate Court
Municipalities, Services under Union and State, Public Service Commission, Elections, Emergency,
Sixth Schedule.

2. The Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973—Preliminary, Constitution of Criminal Court and Offices.
Power of courts, Aid to Magistrate and Police, Arrest of persons, Maintenance of public order
and tranquility, Preventive action of Police, Information to Police and their power to investigate.,
Conditions requisite for initiation of proceedings.

Offences
affecting the public health safety, convenience, decency and morals: Offences affecting human
body, Offences against property, Offences relating to documents and property marks.

3. Rules for the Administration of Justice and Police in the Khasi and Jaintia Hills, 1937.
