RULE 10(3)

No.CMKJF.1/71/Pt.IV/179-A/733: In the office of the  Assistant Registrar of Co-operative Societies,
East Khasi Hills, Shillong under the Meghalaya Co-operative Societies Act (Assam Act I of 1950 as
adapted by Meghalaya).

I do hereby certify that pursuant to the Meghalaya Co-operative Societies Act (Assam Act I of 1950
as adapted by Meghalaya), the amendment shown in the enclosed document of the Bye-Laws of the
Meghalaya Co-operative Apex Bank Limited, Shillong, a Co-operative Society registered under the
aforesaid  Act on the 16th day of February, 1971 under No.SHILL.2 of 1970-71 has been  duly registered in
my office dated this 6th day of March, in the year Two Thousand Six Anno Domini.

The Bye-Laws amended and registered this day are as follows:-

BYE-LAW No.5(a) - The Individual member, Recognised Self Help Groups. Private Proprietors or
Patnership Firms, Joint Stock Companies and Corporate Bodies who are
members of the Bank and who reside or their registered offices are in the
service areas of the Branches of the Bank shall be eligible to send to
representatives only to the General Assembly of the Bank under each
Branch,one of whom shall represent Depositor Members and the other
Loanee Members. For this purpose, the Branch Managers of Bank shall
convens a special meeting of the above category of members under the
Jurisdiction of each Branch at least 21 (twenty one) days before the
Annual General Meeting of the Bank for election of their two
representatives as mentioned above and send the names of the
representatives so elected to Head Office of the Bank for issuing notices to
attend the ensuing Annual General Meeting of the Bank.

BYE-LAW No. 15(a) - To elect a Board of Directors for two years in the biennial General Meeting
as per provisions contained in Rule 27(iii) of Meghalaya Co-operation
Societies Rules.

The Board of  Directors at their first meeting after the election in the
biennial General Meeting shall elect the Chairman and the  Vice-Chairman
of the Bank and also constitute the Executive Committee of the Bank for a
period of two years.

BYE-LAW No.22 - The Management of the Bank shall vest in a Board of Directors constituted
as follows:

1. The Chairman (to be elected from among the elected Directors).

2. The Vice-Chairman

3. The Managing Director.
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4. One representative of State Level Co-operative Society/Federation.

5. Three representatives of Service  Co-operative Societies.

6. Five representatives of other type of  Societies.

7. Two representatives of Individual Share Holders, one of whom shall
be the representatives of depositor members and the other shall be
from  Loanee  members elected in the manner as provided for in
Bye-Law No. 5(a).

8. Three nominees of State Governments, one of  whom shall be the
Registrar of Co-operative Societies, Meghalaya.

9. The Officer in-charge, NABARD Meghalaya, Regional Office, Shillong.

BYE-LAW No.22 (a) - The members of the Board of Directors other than ex-officials members
once elected shall continue to hold office for a period of two years and
shall retire on expiry of two years term starting from the date of election,
but shall be eligible for re-election for another term of two years. No
members other than an ex-officio  member shall hold office as a member of
the Board of Directors for more than four years consecutively or elected
within a shorter interval than two years.

BYE-LAW No.31(x)  (a)  - 5% in case of crop  loans and allied agricultural loans.

(b) - 4% for cash credits and overdraft loans.

(c) - 6% in case of other types loans and non-agricultural loans subject to
maximum ceiling of share holdings  fixed for the Individual Share Holders
as per Bye-Law No.4(c)  of the Bank.

Provided that the Board may revise the aforesaid rates of share linkage
with borrowing from time to time as may be considered necessary.
