COMMITTEE FOR THE PURPOSE OF GRANTING

OPENING PERMISSION

1. No Second Secondary/Higher Secondary School be
given opening permission within 5 K.m., no Second
Upper Primary School be given opening permission within
3 K.m., and no Second Primary School be given
opening permission within 1 K.m.

2. No opening permission be granted to a school which
is not public in nature, that is, if a school, is managed
by one family.

3. When it is proposed to start a new school, the
sponsoring body shall submit an application in a
prescribed form to the concerned District Officer not later
than 15 February of the proceeding year in which it is
intended to start the school.

4. The concerned District/Sub-Division Officer shall take
necessary steps to examine the application and
forward it to the Committee with his/her report on the
need for the proposed school, the suitability of the site,
the feasibility of the plan which may will include the
adequacy or physical and financial resources offered,
library/laboratory facilities, and qualified number of staff.

5. The Government is not liable to extend grant-in-aid
and granting of opening permission is not a guarantee
to Government grant-in-aid as this is subject to
availability of fund. Hence the sponsoring body of each
school should satisfy the Committee that it has a
reserve fund equivalent to three month salary of the
total number of staff appointed for the purpose.

6. The Committee is also to examine permission for
Upgradation of Primary to Upper Primary School,
Upper Primary School to Secondary School and
Secondary School to Higher Secondary School.
