If any successful tenderer refuses to sign the Contract Agreement within the stipulated time, the
Earnest Money of such tenderer will be forfeited,to the Government and he/she will be debarred from
tendering any supply to this department for a period of 2(two) years.

Once the Contract Agreement is signed, the selected tenderer will supply the items as ordered by the
Indenting Officer within 15(fifteen) days. No complaints whatsoever regarding terms and conditions,
quality, non-availability of articles, etc., will be entertained. Further, the selected tenderer will have no
right whatsoever to any claim of loss or damage due to fluctuations of prices, etc., other than additional
imposition or enhancement of any duty or tax in force.

Once the rates offered in the tenders are accepted, no enhancement of rates will be allowed under any
circumstances and the tenderers will be liable to supply at the rates accepted by the Inspector General of
Prisons, Meghalaya. Failure to supply at the accepted rates will entail the otter being cancelled and the
Security Money forfeited to Govt. of Meghalaya.

All losses sustained by the Government due to failure, omission or neglect of the supplier, may be realized
from his/her Security Deposit.

In the event of rejection, failing, declining, neglecting or delaying to comply with any demand or requisition,
the Inspector General of Prisons, Meghalaya., shall be at liberty to order purchase of such items at the
expense of the supplier

The Inspector General of Prisons, Meghalaya may rescind forthwith the contract in writing if:

b. A contractor or his agent or servants are guilty of fraud in respect of this contract or any other
contract.

c. The supplier declines, neglects or delays to comply with the demand or requisition or in any other way
fails to perform or observe any condition of the contract. In case of such recision, the Security
Deposit, in part or full, at the discretion of the Inspector General of Prisons, Meghalaya, shall stand
forfeited and be absolutely at the disposal of Government. Further, the Government shall be entitled to
recover from the supplier, any extra expense the Government may be put to in obtaining supplies from
elsewhere.

If the supplier/firm willfully neglects, fails to perform or observe any condition of contract, or attempts to
cheat or indulge in foul practices, the Inspector General of Prisons, Meghalaya may impose a ban upon
such supplier/firm for future business with the department.

The rates of the controlled commodities like rice, sugar, atta etc., will be as per the controlled rates
prevailing from time to time, plus a suitable percentage, to be quoted by the supplier, for handling charges.
The price of a commaodity, which is controlled at the time of publication of this Tender Notice.or submission
of the tenders, but is subsequently de-controlled during the currency of the contract, will be fixed at the
local market or wholesale rate as specified by the district administration from time to time.
