Act, 2003, (36 of 2003) the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to add the following rules to the Meghalaya State
Electricity Regulatory Commission (MSERC), Rule 2003 published vide Notification No,PE.110/97/497, dated
15th March, 2004 namely:

Rule :- 21. Oath of office and Secrecy.—The Chairperson and other Member shall before entering upon their
office, make and subscribe to an oath of office and secrecy in Form Il before the Minister -in-charge, Power
Department or before the Chief Secretary or the Secretary, Power Department, if the Minister in-charge, Power
Department, so directs.

Rule : 22. Residuary provision.—The conditions of service, if any of the Chairperson for which no express
provision has been made in these rules, shall be governed by the rules for the time being applicable to the All India
Service Officers. The conditions of service, if any every other Member for which no express provision has been
made in these rules, shall be referred to in each case to the State Government for their decision and the decision
of the State Government thereon shall be binding on the commission.

Rule:23. Power to relax rules.—The Governor may, by order not inconsistent with the provision of the Act, relax
any provision of these rules to such extent, subject to such condition as may be consider necessary for dealing
with a case in a just and equitable manner.

Subject :- DEARNESS ALLOWANCE

The undersigned is directed to refer to this Department’s O.M. No.F(PR)-15/97Pt/508, dated 20th December,
2005 and to say that the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to decide that the Dearness Allowance payable
to State Government employee shall be enhanced from the existing rate of 21% to 25% with effect from 1st
January, 2006.

These orders shall also apply to the members of the Work-charged Establishment and Casual
Employees other than Bangalow Peons, holding posts in the scales of pay as admissible to the employees
of corresponding categories under the regular establishments/services/posts.

The Dearness Allowance under these orders shall remain suspended it the pensioners/family pensions are
employed/re-employed under the State Central Government or re-employed/employed/permanently absorbed
in the State or Central Government, Company, Corporation, undertaking or Autonomous body. it shall however,
be revived after the spell of such re-employment/employment.

The payment on account of the Dearness Allowance shall be rounded off to the nearest rupee.

The payment on account of the Dearness Allowance sanctioned herein shall be debitable to the respective
heads of accounts from which the employees draw their salary and the pensioners their pension.
