OFFICE MEMORANDUM
No.Health.279/97/Pt-ll/1.—Pending framing and finalization of the Meghalaya Para-Medical Staff of

Pasteur Institute, Service Rule, the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to order that the following procedure should
be followed in the matter of recruitment to various services/posts in the Directorate of Health Services (Research
etc.) with immediate effect:-

1.

Bio-Chemist : (a) Appointment to the post shall be made by promotion from amongst the Senior Scientific
Officer possessing the requisite experience as shown in Schedule | and Annexure I.

(b) In case no candidate is qualified for promotion and there is an urgency to fill up the post, direct
recruitment shall be made on the recommendation of the MPSC from amongst candidates having a minium
qualification of M. Sc. in Chemistry or Bio-Chemistry.

Senior Scientific Officer : The post shall be filled up in the following manner:-

(a) 75% by promotion from amongst the Scientific Officer/Assistant Bio-Chemist Possessing the requisite
experience as shown in Schedule | and Annexure I.

(b) 25% by direct recrutment on recommendation of the MPSC for candidates having a minium qualification
of B. Pharm./M. Sc. in Biological Sciences with Microbiology as a special paper/B. Sc. in Medical Technology.

Scientific Officer: The posts shall be filled up in the following manner :-

(a) 25% by promotion from amongst the Laboratory Technicians who had rendered not less than 10 years of
continuous service as Laboratory Technician.

(b) 75% by direct recruitment on recommendation of the MPSC for candidates having a minimum qualification of
B. Sc.with Chemistry as one of the subjects.

Assistant Bio-Chemist : (a) promotion from amongst Laboratory Technicians with P.U. Science or 10+2
Science passed, with not less than 10 years experience on the recommendation of the Departmental
Promotion Committee.

(b) In case no suitable candidate is qualified for promotion and there is urgency to fill up the post, direct
recruitment shall be made on recommendation of the MPSC for candidates having a minium qualification of
B. Sc. with Chemistry as one of the subjects.

Appointing Authority :- The appointing authority shall be the Governor in respect of the Gazetted posts.
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6. Other conditions :- The existing policy of the Government on reservation of the posts and other conditions
of service prescribed by Government from time to time as requires to be strictly followed.

7. Departmental Promotion Committee :- There shall be a Departmental Promotion Committee for the
purpose of appointment by promotion to posts carrying scales of pay the maximum of which is above
Rs.11,130/- (Revised) consisting of the following members :-

1. Chief Secretary to the Govt. of Meghalaya - Chairman

2.  Principal Secretary/Commissioner and Secretary/ - Member Secretary.

8. There shall be a Departmental Promotion Committee for the purpose of appointment to the posts carrying
scales of pay the maxium of which is below Rs.11,130/- (Revised) consisting of the following members :-

2. Principal Secretary/Commissioner and Secretary/ - Member
