OFFICE MEMORANDUM

No.Health.279/97/Pt-I.—Pending framing and finalization of the Service Rules of the Meghalaya Para-
Medical Staff of Pasteur Institute, the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to order that the following procedure
should be followed in the matter of recruitment to the following posts in the Directorate of Health Services
(Research etc.) with immediate effect:-

1. Drug Analyst:-(a) The post shall be made by promotion from amongst the Assistant Analyst (Drugs)
possessing the requisite experience as shown in Annexure I.

(b) In case, no candidate is suitable for promotion, and there is an urgency to fill up the post, direct
recruitment on recommendation of the MPSC shall be made from amongst the candidates with Ph.D. in
Bio-Chemistry with 3 (three) years experience or M.Sc. in Bio-Chemistry with five years of working experience in
a drug testing Laboratory.

2. Assistant Analyst (Drugs):-(a) By promotion of candidates holding the post of Chemist possessing the
requisite experience as shown in Schedule I and Annexure I.

(b) In case no candidate is found suitable for promotion, direct recruitment shall be made on recommenda-
tion of the MPSC from candidates having a minimum qualification of M.Sc. in Chemistry/Biochemistry.

3. Chemist (Drugs):- (a) By promotion from the post of Assistant Chemist possessing the requisite experi-
ence as shown in Schedule I and Annexure I.

(b) In case no candidate is suitable for promotion, direct recruitment shall be made through MPSC with a
minimum qualification of B. Sc. (Honours) in Chemistry.

4. Assistant Chemist (Drugs) :-(a) By promotion from amongst the Scientific Assistants (PU Sc. or 10 + 2
Science, passed) with not less than 10 years experience in a drug testing Laboratory.

(b) In case no suitable candidate is found qualified, direct recruitment shall be made through MPSC with a
minimum qualification of B. Sc. (Honours) in Chemistry.

5. Apponting Authority :-The appointing authority shall be the Governor in respect of the Gazetted posts.

6. Other conditions:-The existing policy of the Government on reservation of the posts and other conditions of
service prescribed by Government from time to time as required to be strictly followed.



7. Departmental Promotion Committee:-There shall be a Departmental Promotion Committee for the
purpose of appointment by promotion to posts carrying scales of pay the maximum of which is above
Rs. 11,130/- (Revised) consisting of the following members:-

1. Chief Secretary to the Govt. of Meghalaya - Chairman.

2. Principal Secretary/Commissioner & Secretary/Secretary - Member Secretary.
to the Govt. of Meghalaya, Health and Family Welfare Department.

3. Principal Secretary/Commissioner & Secretary/Secretary - Member.
to the Govt. of Meghalaya, Personnel Department.

4. Principal Secretary/Commissioner & Secretary/Secretary - Member.
to the Govt. of Meghalaya, Finance Department.

5. Director of Health Services (MI) - Member.

The Committee may invite any other person to attend its meeting as and when considered necessary.

8. There shall be a Departmental Promotion Committee for the purpose of appointment to the posts carrying
scales of pay the maximum of which is below Rs. 11,130/- (Revised) consisting of the following members:-

1. Principal Secretary/Commissioner & Secretary/Secretary - Chairman.
to the Govt. of Meghalaya, Health and Family Welfare Department.

2. Principal Secretary/Commissioner & Secretary/Secretary - Member.
to the Govt. of Meghalaya, Personnel Department or his representative.

3. Principal Secretary/Commissioner & Secretary/Secretary - Member.
to the Govt. of Meghalaya, Finance Department or his representative.

4. Director of Health Services (MI) - Member.

5. Deputy Secretary/Under Secretary to the Govt. of Meghalaya, Member Secretary.
Health and Family Welfare Department.

The Committee may invite any other person to attend its meeting as and when considered necessary.

9. The number of post in each category and scale of pay of each post is as shown in the Schedule I.

10. These orders shall remain in force till the promulgation of the Service Rules of the Meghalaya Para-Medical
Staff of Pasteur Institute.
