Memorandum of Understanding between Animal
Husbandry & Veterinary Department and the
beneficiaries of village
for Implementation of the scheme rural cluster

Approach for piggery development

This Memorandum of Understanding to be
signed between the Animal Husbandry and Veterinary
Department and the beneficiaries of a selected village
in the presence of the Local Headman/Sirdar/Nokmas:

1. Animal Husbandry & Veterinary Department will
provide the required Nos. of improved pig to all
selected beneficiaries of a village as per
scheme.

2. Animal Husbandry and Veterinary shall provide
concentrated feed in kind to initially support the
scheme.

3. Animal Husbandry and Veterinary Department
will also support health coverage and insure all
pigs supplied at its cost.

4. The selected beneficiaries shall have to arrange
necessary housing accomodation for the pigs
at their own cost.

5. Selected beneficiaries shall have to undergo
basic training at their own cost at Government
Training Centre.

6. Selected beneficiaries shall continue rearing of
pigs on own cost for a minimum of 3 (three)
years.

7. After a period of 1 (one) year of rearing,
selected beneficiaries shall have to return
3 (three) Nos. of 3-4 months piglets to the
Department which will be again distributed to
the other farmer of the village based on the
recommendation of the Selection Committee.

8. All beneficiaries and respective Headman/
Sirdar/Nokmas shall provide necessary
assitance to the Animal Husbandry and
Veterinary official for monitoring of the scheme
and collection of data, if any, as and when
required.

Applicants who have availed any other benefit or
schemes of similar in nature from the Department
will not be entitled for selection under the scheme.

Selected beneficiaries should be undertake that he/
she is willing to undergo basic training on Poultry
farming to be arranged by the Department.

Selected beneficiary should execute an MOU with
the Department.

The Format of the MoU is at Annexure-A and the
unit cost of the scheme is at Annexure-B.

Functions of the committee

The Committee will screen the applications received
from the permanent residents of the selected villages.

Preference may be given to the applicant who
already has undergone training in livestock rearing.

Other things remaining the same preferences may
be given to female-headed family and educated
unemployed youths beyond the age of 32 years as
on the date of screening the application.

The prescribed criteria for selection of beneficiaries
should strictly be adhered while considering the
applications.

The list of selected beneficiaries should be published
in notice board.

The Members should draw up a selection proceed-
ing to substantiate the selection of candidate.
