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For Scooter and Motor Cycle Rs. 2.25 per Km. for Auto Rickshow Rs.2.50 per Km. for all Grade of
Government Employees will be admissible only to place/destination nor ordinarily connected by MTC/Private
Buses.

II. Travel by Meghalaya Transport Corporation.

 1. Grade I and II eligible for journey by Deluxe class.

 2. Grade III and IV eligible for journey by ordinary.

III. Travel by public Transport (other than State Transport).

Admissible only in places were routes are not operated by Meghalaya Transport Corporation or were
traveled by Meghalaya Transport Corporation Buses cannot be availed of due to timing factors. In such cases
the rates of Mileage Allowance shall the fare of the recognized public transport subject to maximum of 0.65
paise per Km. for all Grade of Government Employees.

IV. The Mileage Allowance admissible for journeys performed by Government Vihicles shall also be
applicable in cases of journeys performed by hired vehicles of like categories.

V. The Officers who are entitled to traveled by their own cars or alloted cars will be eligible for drawal of
Mileage Allowance at the above rates for empty haulage whilesending back their cars as also journey of these
cars from headquarters to any point to pick up the Officers on their return to headquarters on tour and on
transfer.
