15. All losses sustained by the Government due to failure, omission or neglect of the supplier, may be realized
from his/her Security Deposit.

16. In the event of rejection, failing, declining, neglecting or delaying to comply with any demand or requisition,
the Inspector General of Prisons, Meghalaya., shall be at liberty to order purchase of such items at the
expense of the supplier.

17. The Inspector General of Prisons, Meghalaya may rescind forthwith the contract in writing if:

a. A contractor assigns or sub-lets any contract without his approval in respect of the contract or any
other contract.

b. A contractor or his agent or servants are guilty of fraud in respect of this contract or any other contract.

c. The supplier declines, neglects or delays to comply with the demand or requisition or in any other way
fails to perform or observe any condition of the contract.

In case of such recision, the Security Deposit, in part or full, at the discretion of the Inspector General
of Prisons, Meghalaya, shall stand forfeited and be absolutely at the disposal of Government. Further,
the Government shall be entitled to recover from the supplier, any extra expense the Government may
be put to in obtaining supplies from elsewhere.

18. If the supplier/firm willfully neglects,  fails to perform or observe any condition of contract, or attempts to
cheat or indulge in foul practices, the Inspector General of Prisons,  Meghalaya  may impose a ban upon
such supplier/firm for future business with the department.
