No.CDD.27/2007/18.—Whereas the Government of India vide letters No.H.11014/221/RH/1, dated 15th
March, 2002 and No.H.11014/221/2001-RH/Innovative/13, dated 11th August, 2005 has sanctioned an amount
of Rs. 50.00 lakhs (Rupees fifty lakhs) only for the implementation of Innovative Stream for Rural Housing and
Habitat Development for 2 (two) C & RD Blocks, namely Dadenggiri and Selsella C & RD Blocks of West Garo
Hills District for construction of 110 (one hundred and ten) houses along with sanitary latrine;

Whereas an amount of Rs. 49,94,000/- (Rupees forty nine lakhs ninety four thousand) only has been
released to the BDOs, Selsella & Dadenggiri and thereafter to an NGO called Gambil Ading Women’s Organisation,
West Garo Hills for implementation and construction of 110 (one hundred and ten) number of houses with
sanitary latrine;

Whereas it was detected that not a single house was constructed and the list of all the beneficiaries in
both the C & RD Blocks are fake and non-existent and a completion report has been given by the concerned
BDOs, and

Whereas it has been reported by the Deputy Commissioner, West Garo Hills, Tura vide letter No.CB.33/
06/203, dated 25th May, 2006 that an amount of Rs. 49,94,000/- (Rupees forty nine lakhs ninety four thousand)
only has been recovered from the Gambil Ading Women’s organization, West Garo Hills;

Now, therefore, the Government of Meghalaya in pursuance of Hon’ble Gauhati High Court’s orders dated
14th November, 2006 in P.I.I. No.63/2006 orders that henceforth the said organization is debarred from receiv-
ing any grants or funds from any Government organization or Government agency.
