No.CTAS.10/94/Pt./540.—In supersession to this office letter No.CTP10/94/Pt/1933, dated 6th September,
2004 and in exercise of the powers conferred under sub-section 3(A) of Section 7 of the Central Sales Tax Act,
1956 (Act No. 74 of 1956), it is hereby notified for general information that for the purpose of ensuring proper
realization of the tax under the Act, all limestone dealers in Meghalaya to whom the Certificates of Registration
have been granted under the Act and theRules framed thereunder, shall with effect from the date of issue of this
Notification, deposit such amount of Security Deposit as shall be demanded by the Registering Authority at the
rates shown below for every truck load limestone being transported through the Taxation Checkgates in Meghalaya
in the course of inter-State trade or commerce.

No.EDN.130/93/Pt-1/34.—The Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to reconstitute the following two Regional
Committees for granting of permission to open New Primary and Upper Primary Schools in the State for a period
of one year from the date of issue of this Notification.

The members and the jurisdiction of the Regional Committees shall be as follows:-

(A). Regional Committee for East Khasi Hills, West Khasi Hills, Jaintia Hills and Ri-Bhoi Districts:-

1. Director of Elementary and Mass Education - Chairman.
2. Jt. Director/Dy. Director of Elementary and Mass Education - Member Secretary.
3. Secretary, Meghalaya Board of School Education or nominee - Member.
4. Director, Higher and Technical Education, Meghalaya, Shillong - Member.
5. AllInspector of Schools or Asstt. Inspector of Schools under the
Jurisdiction of the Committee. - Members.
6.  All Deputy Inspector of Schools under the Jurisdiction of the Committee - Members.

(B). Regional Committee for East Garo Hills, West Garo Hills and South Garo Hills District:-

1. Director of Elementary and Mass Education, Meghalaya, Shillong - Chairman.
2. Jt. Director/Dy. Director of Elementary and Mass Education - Member Secretary.
3.  Additional Director/Joint Director, Tura - Member.
4. Secretary, Meghalaya Board of Schools Education or his nominee - Member.
5.  AllInspector of Schools or Asstt. Inspector of Schools under the
Jurisdiction of the Committee. - Members.
6.  All Deputy Inspector of Schools under the Jurisdiction of the Committee - Members.

The powers and function of the Committees shall be as follows:-

1. The Committee shall be the main body to scrutinize the applications submitted through the District/Sub-
Divisional Officers and recommend granting of opening permission of the School by the Director of Elementary and
Mass Education.

2. The Committee shall see that all the applications/proposal submitted to it have been meticulously examined
by the concerned District/Sub-Divisional Education Officers who shall satisfy himself/herself after field inspection
that there is a real need to grant opening permission to the schools.

3. The Committee may undertake spot inspection of any school if considered necessary.

4. Fulfillment of the condition of granting permission as prescribed by the Department is a pre-condition for
eligibility of maintenance Grant-in-aid. However, receipt of opening permission is not a guarantee for grant-in-aid.

5. Granting of opening permission to a school will be governed by the standing guidelines on the matter.

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ANNEXURE ‘A’

GUIDELINES TO BE FOLLOWED BY THE COMMITTEE FOR THE PURPOSE OF GRANTING OPENING

PERMISSION

No second Secondary/Higher Secondary School be given opening permission within 5 Km, no second Upper
Primary School be given opening permission within 3 Km. and no second Upper Primary School be given
opening permission within 1 Km.

No opening permission be granted to a school which is not public in nature, that is, if a school is managed
by one family.

When it is proposed to start a new school, the sponsoring body shall submit an application in a prescribed
form to the concerned District Officer not later than 15 February of the proceeding year in which it is intended
to start the school.

The concerned District/Sub-Division Officer shall take necessary steps to examine the application and forward it
to the Committee with his/her report on the need for the proposed school, the suitability of the site, the
feasibility of the plan which may will include. The adequacy of physical and financial resources offered,
library, laboratory facilities and qualified number of staff.

The Government is not liable to extend grant-in-aid and granting of opening permission is not a guarantee to
Govt. grant-in-aid as this is subject to availability of fund. Hence the sponsoring body of each school should
satisfy the committee that it has a reserve fund equivalent to three month salary of the total number of staff
appointed for the purpose.

The Committee is also to examine permission for upgradation of Primary to Upper Primary School, Upper
Primary School to Secondary School and Secondary to Higher Secondary School.

The Committee shall meet once a year in the month of September-October.
