The Master Plan would form the basis for development of
irrigation in the State including proper utilization of the available water resources for reaping the multiple benefits
in the irrigation  sector to promote the economic growth of the State.

(b) Comprehensive plan for fulfilling the set objectives.

2. The scope of works and objectives :-

(i) The main scope of the work is to prepare a comprehensive full scale irrigation master plan for the
State of Meghalaya on the basis of the data collected by the organization / firm / agency after
undertaking practical field Survey taken with the help of topo map of Survey of India, remote sens-
ing, satellite imagery etc. The entire data process should be practically field oriented, independent
of official data of the Department.

(ii) The objective is to indicate the basin, sub-basin and watershed wise availability of the resources for
irrigation (wet cultivation in valley areas as well as in terraces on the hill slope including dry cultivation in
hilly areas); hydel power (mega, mini, micro); flood moderation/protection; drinking water supply;
industrial uses and forestry management etc.

(iii) Components of study :

(a) Collection, assessment and documentation of data and propose future data needs.

(b) Identification assessment and quantification of available water resources both surface and ground
water, basin and sub-basin wise.

(c) To study present utilization of the available water resources and estimate the existing and future
demands by various users, based on available information.

(d) To assess the land resources through topo sheets/Reports/Imageries.

(e) Agro-climatic zoning on the basis of land & soil characteristics, vegetation, agricultural practices &
climatological data based on existing data.

(f) Formulation of a general cropping pattern according to suitability of different crops for different soils &
climatic conditions.

(g) Assessment of water requirement of the crops in different agro-climatic zones to assess the need for
irrigation in different zones.
