No.AGRI(E)160/99/136.—Pending framing and finalization of the Meghalaya Agriculture Engineering
(Mechanical) Subordinate Service Rules, the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to order that the following
procedure shall be followed in the matter of recruitment to posts in the Mechanical Wing of the Agriculture
Department with immediate effect.

1. Foreman (Workshop/Field)/Sub-Engineer (Mechanical/Store) Grade-I :- Appointment to the post
of Foreman (Workshop/Field)/Sub-Engineer(Mechanical/Store) Grade-I shall be made by promotion from
amongst (i) those working as Head Mechanic for not less than 3 years of continous service provided
they possess a Diploma in either Agriculture Engineering, Mechanical Engineering or Automobile
Engineering.

(ii) Those working as Sectional Assistant (Mechanical)/Store-Keeper with (a) minimum service of 10 years
(b) minimum general qualification of Matriculate (c) Trade Certificate in Motor Mechanic/Store Keeping
(depending on the vacancy of type of post mentioned above).

(iii) The promotion quota shall be in the proportion 20% from category (i) above and 10% from category (ii)
above.

The filling up of vacancies in this category of posts in any years shall be in the proportion of 70:30 (70%
by direct recruitment and 30% by promotion).

2. Mechanic Grade II:-Appointment to the post of Mechanic Grade-II shall be made by promotion from
amongst the existing (a) Power Tiller Operators (b) Tractor Operators and (c) Bulldozer Operators of the
Agriculture Mechanical Wing who have completed minimum 5 (five) years of continuous service and who
have thorough knowledge and experience in repairing of power tillers/power pumps/ bulldozers/other
agriculture equipments.

The filling up of vacancies in this category of posts in any year shall be in the proportion of 75% by direct
recruitment and 25% by way of promotion.

3. Tractor/Power Tiller/Bulldozer Operator:-Appointment to the post of Tractor/Power Tiller/Bulldozer
Operator shall be made by promotion only (100%) from amongst the existing staff working as Assistant
Power Tiller/Tractor Operator/Bulldozer Operator with minimum qualifying service of 3 (three) years and
having valid driving/operating licenses to operate the above machines.

4. Appointing Authority :-The Appointing Authority shall be the Director of Agriculture.

5. Departmental Promotion Committee:-For the purpose of appointment by promotion to the posts
described at the foregoing clauses 1, 2 and 3 there shall be a Departmental Promotion Committee
consisting of the following members :-

1) Commissioner & Secretary/Secretary, Agriculture Department - Chairman.

2) Commissioner & Secretary/Secretary, Finance Department - Member.
or his representative.

3) Commissioner & Secretary/Secretary, Personnel & A.R.(B) - Member.
Department or his representative.

4) Director Agriculture/Director Horticulture - Member.

5) Deputy Secretary/Under Secretary, Agriculture Department. - Member.

The Committee may invite any other person to attend its meeting if and when considered necessary.

6. Other Conditions:-The existing policy of Government on reservation of post/services, age relaxation
and other conditions of service prescribed by Government from time to time shall be strictly followed.
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7. The number of posts of each category and scale of pay of each posts are shown in the Annexure - I to
this Order.

8. These orders shall remain in force till the promulgation of the Meghalaya Agricultural Engineering
Subordinate Service Rules.
