Sub: Amendments to the MeSEB Service Regulations 1996 Relating to the Accounts Services.

No.MeSEB/GA-II/100/2003/Vol.I/90.—The MeSEB in it meeting held on 20th September, 2007 has
approved the following amendments to be made to the MeSEB Service Regulation 1996 relating to the Accounts
Service:-

“The minimum qualification for the post of Junior Divisional Accountant being the minimum entry level in
the Accounts Service should be either of the following (1) Bachelor’s Degree in Commerce, OR (2) Bachelor’s
Degree in Science, or, Arts, with Mathematics or Statistics as one of the subjects”.
