Tealeaves: shall be B.O.P. and of the best quality and free from dust, dirt and foreign materials and
good natural flavour and free from undesirable odour and discolouring.

Atta :

(i) should be of good quality and free from dirt, foreign materials and any obnoxious odour
(i) should not show any sign of mould or insect infestation, moisture or lumpy condition.
Potatoes & Onions -

Should be of the best quality, sound and unburshed, from diseases, mould, blight and fit in all respect
for human consumption.

They shall be good average size and shall not contain excessive moisture and free from dirt. No
potatoes & onions that pass through a 39 mm (1'/,) circular mesh will be accepted.

Old potatoes should not be average more than 20 kgs to 30 kgs and while new potatoes should not be
more than 18 to | kg.
