3 of that section and sub-section (1) of section 66 of the said Act, the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to exempt
Directorate of Printing and Stationery, Government Branch Press, Tura from the provisions of section 51, 52 (1), 53
(1), 54 and 56 of the said Act for a period of 45 (forty five) days with effect from 2nd January, 2008 to 15th February,
2008 for printing of forms for the forth coming General Elections etc.

THE MEGHALAYA STANDARDS OF WEIGHTS AND MEASURES (ENFORCEMENT) (AMENDMENT) RULES, 2007,
I Short title and commencement - (1) These Rules may be called the Meghalaya Standards of Weights &
Measures (Enforcement) (Amendment) Rules, 2007.
(2) They shall come into force at once.
2. Addition of new item No (f) after the existing item No (e) of Schedule IX appended to the Rules - After item
No.(e) of Schedule IX appended to the Meghalaya Standards of Weights & Measures (Enforcement) Rule 1999,
the following new item (f) shall be added, namely:—
