ORDERS BY THE GOVERNOR

OFFICE MEMORANDUM

The 14th March, 2008.

No.AGRI(E)175/2006/28.—Pending framing and finalization of the Meghalaya Agricultural Engineering
(Mechanical) Service Rules and in supercession of this Office Memorandum No.AEE(M)61/83-84/Pt/150, dated
9th January, 1997, the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to order that the following procedure shall be followed in
the matter of recruitment to various posts in the Mechanical Wing of the Argiculture Department, with immediate
effect:-

1. Superintending Engineering-cum-Joint Director of Agriculture (Mechanical):- Appointment to the
post of Superintending Engineer-cum-Joint Director of Agriculture (Mechanical) shall be made by promotion from
amongst the Executive Engineers possessing Degree (B.E. or B. Tech.) in Agricultural Engineering/
Mechanical Engineering/Automobile Engineering, only, and who have completed at least 5 (five) years
continuous service as Executive Engineer, as such, in consultation with the Meghalaya Public Service Commission.

2. Executive Engineer (Mechanical):-Appointment to the post of Executive Engineer shall be made by
promotion from amongst the Assistant Engineers who possess Degree (B.E. or B.Tech.) in Agricultural Engineering/
Mechanical Engineering/Automobile Engineering, or AMIE* (Mechanical)/(Automobile) or Diploma in Mechanical
Engineering/Automobile Engineering from recognized institutions and who have completed 5 (five) years
continuous service, as such, in consultation with the Meghalaya Public Service Commission. However, there will
be no separate quotas between Degree and Diploma Assistant Engineers for promotion to the level of Executive
Engineer.

(*AMIE Associate Member of Indian Engineers).

3. Assistant Engineer (Mechanical):-Appointment to the post of Assistant Engineer shall be in the
following manner :-

(a) 25% by promotion from amongst the Subordinate Engineers who have rendered not less than 10 (ten)
years of continuous service, as such, and possessing 3 (three) years Diploma in Mechanical Engineering/
Automobile Engineering from recognized institutions, in consultation with the Meghalaya Public Service
Commission.

(b) 75% by direct recruitment through the Meghalaya Public Service Commission.

(For the purpose of Direct Recruitment, the qualifications shall be : Degree (B.E. or B. Tech.) in Agricultural
Engineering/Mechanical Engineering/Automobile Engineering, or AMIE* (Mechanical)/(Automobile) from
recognized Universities/Institutions).
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(c) Provided that the number of persons recruited under clause (a) above shall not at any time exceed 25%
of the total strength in that Grade of the Service.

(*AMIE Associate Member of Indian Engineers).
4. Appointing Authority:-The Appointing Authority shall be the Governor of Meghalaya.

5. Departmental Promotion Committee:-For the purpose of appointment by promotion to posts
mentioned at clauses 1, 2 and 3 above, there shall be a Departmental Promotion Committee consisting of the
following members :-

I.  Chief Secretary to the Government of Meghalaya - Chairman.

Il.  Principal Secretary/Commissioner & Secretary/Secretary, - Member Secretary.
Agriculture Department.

lll.  Principal Secretary/Commissioner & Secretary/Secretary, - Member.
Personnel & Administrative Reforms Department.

IV. Principal Secretary/Commissioner & Secretary/Secretary, - Member.
Finance Department.

V. Director of Agriculture. - Member.
The Committee may invite any other person to attend its meeting(s) as and when considered necessary.

6. The number of posts in each category (permanent as well as temporary) as well as the scale of pay of
each post is indicated in the Annexure | to this Order.

7. Other conditions:-The existing policy of the Government on reservation of posts, age relaxation and
other conditions of services as prescribed by Government from time to time shall be strictly followed.

These Orders shall remain in force till promulgation of the Meghalaya Agriculture Engineering (Mechanical)
Service Rules.
