No.SW(S)126/84/Pt./496.—The following rules made by the Governor of Meghalaya are hereby published

for general information namely -

1.

Short title and commencement:- (i) These rules may be called Meghalaya Rules for Award of Scholarship
to the Disabled Persons.

(ii) These rules shall come into force with immediate effect.

Object:- The main purpose of the scheme of scholarships for the Disabled Persons is to assist them to
secure such education, academic, technical or professional training or even training on the shop/ floor of the
industrial establishment as would enable them to earn a living and to become useful members of the society.

Scope:- The scheme will be applicable to all categories of the disabled persons viz. the Visually handicapped,
the Hearing handicapped, the Orthopaedically handicapped, the Multiple handicapped, Mentally handicapped,
person suffering from Cerebral Palsy, Leprosy Cured and others.

Definition of the Disabled Persons:

(a) THE VISUALLY HANDICAPPED

The visually handicapped are those who suffer from either of the following conditions; namely: -

(i) total absence of sight.

(i) Visually acquity not exceeding 6/60 or 20/200 (snellen) in the better eye with correcting lenses.

(i) Limitation of the field of the vision sub-standing and angle of 20 degree worse.
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(b) THE HEARING HANDICAPPED

The hearing handicapped is those in whom the sense of hearing is non-functional for ordinary purposes of
life. They do not hear/ understand sound at all even with amplified speech. The case included in this category
will be those having hearing loss more than 60 decibels in the better ear (profound impairment) or total loss
of hearing in both ears.

(c) THE ORTHOPAEDICALLY HANDICAPPED

The orthopaedically handicapped are those who have a physically defect or deformity which causes interference
with the normal functioning of the bones, muscles and joints.

(d) MULTIPLE HANDICAPPED

The multiple handicapped are those who suffer from more than one disability.

(e) MENTALLY HANDICAPPED

A person shall be deemed to be mentally handicapped if his mental retardation refers to sub-average general
intellectual functioning which originates during the development period and is associated with impairment in
adaptive behaviour.

(f) CEREBRAL PALSY

A person with cerebral palsy is one whose motor function is impaired due to brain damage during the
prenatal period of early infancy.

(g) OTHER CATEGORY

A person suffering from disability not covered under the definitions mentioned above, which is certified by a
registered medical practitioner to have the effect of permanently reducing considerably such persons capacity
from normal work or engaging in a gainful employment.

The words disabled persons will include Leprosy Cured Patients as well as persons who suffer from spastics.

ELEGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

() Nationality: A disabled persons who is a citizen of India may apply for scholarship under this scheme.

(ii) Scholarship will be provided to all categories of disabled persons defined earlier for pursuing general,
technical and professional education from the Pre-Primary and Primary Standard onwards.

(iii) Vocational training also is to be retained. A disabled persons should be undertaking a vocational training
course in any vocational training centre/workshop/ITI or any other centre run by the Central/State/Government!
Local Body or any voluntary organisations or institution recognized by Central/State Government. This will
also include apprenticeship or training in a recognized institution or in industries. Lack of academic qualification
need not be a bar to vocational training.
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(iv) Scholarship will be eligible to a permanent resident of Meghalaya.

(V) Income: No Scholarship will be admissible if the combined income of the parents/guardian of the candidate
is more than Rs.12,000/- (Rupees twelve thousand) only per annum for rural areas and Rs.12,850/- (Rupees
twelve thousand eight hundred fifty) only per annum for urban areas. (A certificate to this effect will have to be
submitted in Appendix I). However, keeping in view the difficulties faced by handicapped students to get
income certificate, it has been decided that certificates of income from various authorities need not be
insisted upon. Before granting a scholarship a voluntary declaration from the parent/guardian of the student
should be taken.

(vi) Other Requirements

(a) Course: Adisabled person must be studying a full time course in an educational institution affiliated to a
Board/University.

(b) Adisabled student who under any scheme of the Central/State Government has received craft training
free of cost, or undergone a course of general education free of cost will be eligible for consideration for
scholarship for higher technical training or higher education. The students who wants to go in for academic
courses after doing craft training and vice-versa shall not however, be considered for scholarship.

(c) A disabled person in receipt of assistance for free boarding and lodging facilities from any voluntary
source will be eligible for the scholarship as applicable to the day scholar, provided he or she paid tuition
fees.

A candidate will have to furnish an undertaking duly countersigned by his/her parents/guardian stating that
he/she is not in receipt of assistance from any other source. In the event of the undertaking being found false
the granting of further scholarship will be stopped and amount already paid will be recovered from the
parents/guardian or from the candidate himself if he/she is an adult.

(d) Scholarship will not be awarded:

(i) For pursuing a parallel course of study e.g. scholarship will not be awarded to an M.A. in Economics to
pursue study in M.A. Political Science.

(ii) For study outside India.

(iiif) For pursuing academic/technical course if candidate has already completed a conventional course/
training.

(iv) For undertaking any training course for the second time.

(e) A candidate who has received any vocational training in any institution including any Central or State
Government Organisations will be considered for the award of scholarship to work as trainee in any
establishment approved by the Central or State Government.
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6. (a) RATES OF SCHOLARSHIP

NOTE:

(@ The above rates will be effective from the Academic year 2006-07.

(b) The students in vocational courses will get the scholarship at the rates of the scholarship provided in the
above categories according to the level of diploma/certificates.

(c) Inadditionto the scholarship, the orthopaedically handicapped students will also be eligible for maintenance
of prosthetic/orthotic aids @ Rs.25/- p.m. and the transport allowance @ Rs.50/- p.m. irrespective of the
class and course subject to conditions under clause 6 of the rules.

(d OTHERALLOWANCES:

i In the case of severely disabled persons who requires special arrangements for transport an additional
monthly allowances of Rs.50/- or actual expenditure which ever is less may be sanctioned. Each case will
be examined on its own merits on the recommendation of the head of the institution/establishment and on
the basis of Medical Certificate.

ii. In the case of visually handicapped reader’s allowance as at (a) above will be paid if it is certified by the head
of the institution/establishment that candidate has employed a reader during the period the allowance is
claimed (APPENDIX II).

iii.  Transport allowance at the rate of Rs.100/- per month will be admissible to all categories of disabled student
but no such allowance will be paid to the student who resides in the hostel situated in the premises of the
institution where studying or taking training.

7. TENURE OF SCHOLARSHIP

Subject to the provisions under rule 14, the scholarship will be tenable for a particular stage of study in
renewal from year to year within the stage of education and it will depend on promotion to the next class.
One failure during the prosecution of the course will be condoned and the scholarship will be continued
during the following year when the student is attending the class as a repeator. Two consecutive failure will,
however, result in the discontinuance of the scholarship which will be continued after the scholar has
passed the examination.
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MODE OF APPLYING:

Application should be made to the Govt. of Meghalaya, Social Welfare Department in the prescribed form
(Appendix -111-1V) through the head of institution where the candidate is admitted as a student/apprentice/
trainee.

Documents to accompany application: each application shall be accompanied by the following documents:
Medical Certificate

A certificate in the prescribed form (Appendix V, VI, VIl and VIII) that the candidate is permanently disabled
within the meaning of the definition given in Rule 4 from a Registered Eye Specialist/E.N.T. Specialist/
Orthopaedic Surgeon/Registered Medical Practitioner/Clinical Psychologist or Psychiatrist.

Photograph:

A full size recent photograph of the disabled.
Audiogram:

An audiogram chart in respect of a deaf candidate.
AWARD OF SCHOLARSHIP:

All applicants will be considered by the Government in Social Welfare Department and decision of the
Department in regard to selection or rejection shall be final.

Every selected candidate shall be informed of the course for which Scholarship has been awarded through
the head of the institution/establishment/ voluntary organisation.

PAYMENT:
The payment will be counted from March to February for the purpose of Grant of Scholarship.
LEAVE OF ABSENCE:

For continuous absence of a period not exceeding three months, the scholarship money may be paid in full
on medical grounds supported by evidence of a Government / Semi Government Hospital and the head of
the institution/ establishment. The period of leave availed of on any other grounds will not qualify for payment
of Scholarship.

Payment of Scholarship will cease on the period of leave exceeding three months.

The Trainee in any recognized institution shall submit the medical certificate from a Government or Semi
Government Hospital for any leave of absence exceeding the week. The scholarship will be admissible for a
maximum period of leave of absence on medical grounds for 30 days. No Scholarship shall be admissible
for any longer period of absence on leave.

PROGRESS REPORT:

The head of the institution/ establishment shall forward to the Government in Social Welfare Department
separately in respect of every candidate in his/her charge an annual progress report in the form given in
Appendix - IX.

If the progress of the candidate is not satisfactory, it shall be the responsibility of the head of the institution/
establishment where the candidate is studying/ working to issue monthly warning to the effect that unless
the candidate improves, Scholarship is likely to be cancelled. In case the head of institution/establishment
is not satisfied with the progress of the candidate in spite of the warnings, the Scholarship shall not be paid
to him/her and the matter should immediately be referred to the Government in the Office of the Social
Welfare Department for decision.
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CHANGE OF COURSE/INSTITUTION/ESTABLISHMENT:

No candidate shall change an institution/ establishment of a course of study/ training for which he/she is in
receipt of Scholarship under these rules. Scholarship will automatically be cancelled from the date the
course or institution/establishment is changed.

A candidate may be required to refund to the Government all the money received on account of Scholarship
under these rules if he/she discontinues his/her studies/training without valid reasons during the course of
the year for which a scholarship is awarded.

CANCELLATION/ WITHHOLDING OF SCHOLARSHIP:

A Scholarship shall be cancelled or withheld for a particular period which could be extended if a candidate
fails to pass an annual examination for the second time and if the progress continuously to be unsatisfactory
or if the conduct is found to be unsatisfactory which in the opinion of Social Welfare Department merits
cancellation of scholarship.

Furnishing incorrect information of suppressing material facts, will automatically entail cancellation of
scholarship besides other action taken.

Every trainee shall abide by such rules as may be prescribe by the head of the establishment. Failure to do
so will tender him/her liable to discharge at the discretion of the head of the establishment. The decision of
the head of the institution in this regard will be final. No scholarship payment will be made from the date of
discharge from the establishment.

OTHER CONDITION:

The Government in Social Welfare Department may at its discretion, relax the educational and other
qualification.

The Government in Social Welfare Department reserves the right to amend the rules without notices.

Scholarship for the Disabled Instruction to Candidate

Candidate should consult the rules regulating the award of scholarship to the physically handicapped carefully
to see if they are eligible before filling in the application form. A copy of the rules is available with the State
Department of Social Welfare.

The application form must be filled in accurately and legibly and all answers should be given in words and not
by dashes or dots. It should be submitted through the head of Institution/establishment to the State Social
Welfare through the concerned District Social Welfare Officers.

A candidate must send the following documents with the application.

(i) Medical Certificate

(i) Income Certificate

(i) Statement of Marks of the previous annual examination;

(iv) Recent photograph in the case of orthopaedically handicapped candidate showing the deformity;
(v) Audiogram in the case of hearing handicapped candidates only.

Candidates are warned that if an application is incomplete or wrongly filled in and is not accompanied by any
of the documents mentioned above without a reasonable explanation having been for its absence the
application is liable to be rejected and no appeal against its rejection shall be entertained.

The candidates who were in receipt of this Department Scholarship should invariably mention the previous
reference number.

Candidates who are not selected, will not be informed individually and no communication in regard to the
acceptance or otherwise of the application will be entertained.
