No0.SUP.106/94/170.—In exercise of the powers conferred under sub-section (2) of Section 30 of the

Consumer Protection Act, 1986 (Central Act No. 68 of 1986), the Governor is pleased to further amend the
Meghalaya Consumer Protection Rules, 1989, as follows:-

1.

Short title, and commencement.—(1) These Rules may be called the Meghalaya Consumer
Protection (Amendment) Rules, 2006.

(2) They shall be deemed to have come into force from 1st January, 2006.

Amendment of Rule 2.—(1) In Rule 2 of the Meghalaya Consumer Protection Rules 1989, after clause
(e) a new clause (f) shall be inserted, namely.—

“(f) “Chairman” means Chairman of the State Consumer Protection Council established under sub-
section (1) of Section 7 of the Act.”

(2) The existing clause (f) of the Principal rule shall be renumbered as clause (g).

Insertion of new Rules 11 and 12.—After the existing Rule 10 of the Principal Rules the following new
Rules 11 and 12 shall be inserted.—

“11. Constitution of the State Consumer Protection Council.—(1) The State Government shall by
notification in the Official Gazette constitute the State Consumer Protection Council which will consist
of the following members not exceeding thirty five in numbers:

(@) The Minister In-charge Food, Civil Supplies and Consumer Affairs as Chairman;

(b) The Minister of State In-charge of Consumer Affairs and/or other person as notified by Government
as Vice-Chairpersons not exceeding two in number;

(c) The Chief Executive Members of three Autonomous District Councils or their representatives
concerned with Consumer Affairs;

(d) Eight members of the Legislative Assembly;

(e) The Additional Chief Secretary/Commissioner and Secretary of the Food, Civil Supplies and
Consumer Affairs Department.

()  The President of the State Consumer Redresal Commission.
() The Director of Food Civil Supplies and Consumer Affairs; shall function as Member Secretary;

(h) The Heads of Department of Autonomous Organization concerned with Consumer interest not
exceeding six in number;

() The Representatives of Consumer Organization/Women Organization/Farmers/Trade and
Industries not exceeding ten in number;

() Persons capable of representing consumer interest not specified above not exceeding two in
number.

(2) The term of the Council shall be three years.

(3) Any Member may, by writing under his hand to the Chairman of the State Council, resign from the
Council. The vacancies so caused or otherwise, shall be filled from the same category by the
State Government and such person shall hold office so long as the Member whose place he fills
would have been entitled to hold Office, if the vacancy had not occurred.

(4) For the purpose of monitoring the implementation of the recommendations of the State Council
and to suggest the working of the Council, the State Government may constitute from amongst
the Members of the Council, Standing Working Group, under the Chairmanship of the Member
Secretary of the Council. The Standing Working Group shall consist of not exceeding twelve
members and shall meet as and when considered necessary by the State Government”.
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“12 Procedure for transaction and business:-The State Council shall observe the following procedure in
regard to the transaction of its business :-

The Meeting of the Council shall be presided over by the Chairmen and in his absence by one of
the Vice-Chairperson;

Each Meeting of the State Council shall be called by giving, not less than ten days from the date
of issue, notice in writing to every member;

Every notice of a Meeting of the State Council shall specify the place and the day and hour of the
Meeting and shall contain statement of business to be transacted thereat;

No proceedings of the State Council shall be invalid merely by reasons of existence of any
vacancy in or any defect in the Constitution of the Council.

For the purpose of performing its functions under the Act, the State Council may constitute
working groups from amongst its members and such working Group so constituted shall perform
such functions as are assigned to it by the State Council. The findings of such working Groups
shall be placed before the State Council for its consideration; and

The Members shall be entitled to TA/DA at the rate as admissible to Grade | officers of the State
Government. In addition non-official members shall also be entitled to sitting fee as follows:-

For outstation members,
Rs. 500 per day for attending meeting in Shillong.

Rs. 200 per day for attending meeting in their own station.
