No.HC-XI-06/2007/493/RC.—In exercise of the powers conferred under Article 229 of the Constitution

of India, Hon’ble the Chief Justice of the Gauhati High Court is pleased to amend the Hindu Marriage Act
Rules, 1988 as follows :

1. The nomenclature of the existing “The Hindu Marriage Act Rules, 1988” is modified as
“The Hindu Marriage (Gauhati High Court) Rules, 1988” and wherever the expression of
“The Hindu Marriage Act Rules, 1988” occurs, the same be read as “The Hindu Marriage
(Gauhati High Court) Rules, 1988”.

2. The existing Sub-Rule (ii) of Rule 4 of The Hindu Marriage Act Rules, 1988 shall be
substituted as follows:

“(ii) Every petition for divorce on either of the grounds mentioned in clauses (i) and (ii) of
Sub-Section (IA) of Section 13 of the Act shall be accompanied by certified copy of the
decree of judicial separation or for restitution of conjugal rights as the case may be.”
