Tenders/Samples received after 12:00 P.M. of 15th September, 2008 by
hand or post will stand automatically rejected. Sealed Tender should be dropped in the Tender Box of this office.

1. Tenders should quote rates separately for individual items. Tenders must be accompanied by Earnest Money
calculated at the rate of 1 % (one percent) of the total value of the articles tendered.

18. (B) All Losses sustained by the Government due to failure, omission or neglect of the contractor may be
realised from his/her Security Deposit and outstanding dues or any other sums which may be due to him/
her from the Asstt.

19. If the ContractorlFirm wilfully neglects, fail to perform or observe any conditions of contract, or attempt to
cheat or indulge in foul practice, the Director General of Police, Meghalaya may impose ban upon such
contractors/firms for the future business with the Department.

20. Successful tenderer will be required to furnish a Security Deposit and execute Contract Agreement to
ensure fulfilment of the terms and conditions of the contract which the successful tenderers will have to
enter into. The Security Deposit will be held by the Department free of Interest and the Deposit shall be
subjected to forfeiture in case of non fulfilment of any of the terms and conditions of the contracts.

22. Once the rates offered in the tenders are accepted, no enhancement of rates will be allowed under any
circumstances and the tenderer will be liable to supply at the rates accepted by the Director General of
Police, Meghalaya, Shillong.
