If at the time of opening of tender, there be any objections raised by the majority of the tenderer/representatives
present as to the validity of any tender, the objections will be duly recorded and will be put up to the
Purchase Board for rejection/consideration. The decision of the Purchase Board on such objections will be
final and binding.

The successful tenderers will be intimated by a letter of acceptance by the Addl. Director General of Police

(Prisons), Meghalaya, Shillong. Till then, no tenderer has any right to assume that his/her tender has been
accepted.
