No.HPL.113/2005/81 - In partial modification of this Department  O.M. No.HPL.36/84/224/ dated Shillong the
30th August 2002 and pending framing and finalization of the Meghalaya Forensic Science Laboratory Service
Rules, the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to order that the following procedure shall be followed in the matter
of filling up of posts in the Forensic Science Laboratory under the control of Home (Police) Department with
immediate effect.

1.    Deputy Director: The post shall be filled up by:

(i) Promotion from amongst the Assistant Directors who have completed 7 years of continuous service as
Assistant Director for graduate degree holders & 5 years of service for post graduate degree holders.

(ii) By temporary transfer or deputation of an officer already in the service of any state Government or the
Government of India holding an analogous post on a regular basis.

2.   Assistant Director: The post shall be filled up by:

(i) Promotion from amongst the Scientific Officers who have completed not less than 7 years of continous
service for graduate degree holders & 5 years of service for post graduate degree holders.

(ii) By temporary transfer or deputation of an officer already in the service of any state Government or the
Government of India holding an analogous post on a regular basis.

3.    Scientific Officer: The post shall be filled up by:

(i) Promotion from amongst the Senior Scientific Assistants who have completed not less than 7 years of
continous service for graduate degree holders & 5 years of service for post graduate degree holders.

(ii) By direct recruitment.

(iii) By temporary transfer or deputation of an officer already in the service of any state Government or the
Government of India holding an analogous post on a regular basis.

4.          Senior Scientific Assistant: The post shall be filled up by :

(i) Promotion from amongst the Scientific Assistants who have completed 5 years of service,

(ii) By direct recruitment.

(iii) By temporary transfer or deputation of an officer already in the service of any state Government or the
Government of India holding an analogous post on a regular basis.

5.    Appointment to any of the post in the service :

(i) By promotion, shall be made on seniority cum merit basis and no person shall be entitled to claim
promotion on the basis of seniority alone. For this purpose inter seniority will be taken into account.

(ii) By direct recruitment on the basis of examination to be conducted by the Meghalaya Public Service
Commission.

The proportion of vacancies to be filled up in accordance with sub-clauses 3 (i) & (ii) 4 (i) & (ii) & of above
shall be 50 percent by promotion and 50 percent by direct recruitment, provided that the number of person
recruited under sub-clause 4 (ii) of above shall not at any time exceed 50 percent of the Total Strength in
that particular grades.

(iii) Only when suitable Departmental candidate is not available for promotion to a particular posts as per
rules, the option of appointing an officer form outside the Departmental on transfer of deputation will be
restored to. The initial period of deputation should be of 2 years i.e. not exceeding more than 2 years or
until the regular incumbent become available on promotion which ever period is less. In case no such
regular incumbent becomes available by the end of the period of deputation the deputation period may
extended up to the period of one year each time or until the new incumbent is selected for deputation or
regular incumbent becomes available by way of promotion which ever occurs early.
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6. Training : All Scientific Officer/Senior Scientific Assistant/Scientific Assistant will compulsorily have to
undergo diploma training course in their respective field of Forensic Science at a recognized Institute to
be eligible for promotion to the next higher rank.

7. Other condition : The existing policy of Govt. on reservation of posts/age relaxation and other conditions
of service prescribed by Govt. from time to time are required to be strictly followed at the time of direct
recruitment.

8. Appointing Authority : The Appointing authority shall be the Governor of Meghalaya in respect of the
Gazetted post and the Director Forensic Science Laboratory in respect of Non Gazetted posts.

9. Departmental Promotion Committee - (1) There shall be Departmental Promotion Committee for the
purpose of promotion to the posts carrying the maximum pay scale of Rs. 11130/- (ROP 1997) and above
consisting of the following members.
