Specification of Foam Tender Pump  as per (IS-10460 / 1983).

GENERAL: - The Vehicle consists of Foam Tender with a rear mounted Fire Pump of 2200 litres per minute
capacity at 7 Kg/cm2 (484 G.P.M. at 100 Psi) alongwith other equipments.

CHASSIS: - The Chassis will be supplied by the department.

WATER TANK: -
1. The Water Tank shall have an elliptical shape as shown below with a capacity of: -

a) 4600 (Four thousand Six Hundred) litres to be fabricated on TATA Chassis
Model SE/1613/42 Cowl Chassis with 697 BSII Engine GBS 40 Gear Box
7 (seven) tyres etc.

Shape of Water Tank

2. The Water tank should be suitably mounted on at a safe place and also at such a
place so as to allow the full contents of the tank into the pump.

3. It should be suitably baffled and its shape and mounting shall be so as to bring the
center of gravity as low as conveniently possible.

4. It should be fitted with an inspection manhole of 45 cm. and cover on top and cleaning
hole of 25 cm. in dia with a cover at the base.

5. It should have proper filling and over flow pipe which shall not be less than 50 mm in
dia which shall terminate in an accessible position under the appliance and be fitted
with delivery hose connection of 63 mm dia. (instantaneous) to permit the coupling of
a length of hose when required to carry away surplus water. The filling pipe shall have
proper strainer and delivery hose connection.

6. All pipes shall be reasonably accessible for maintenance purpose.
7. A draining cock shall be provided at the bottom of the tank. It shall be fitted and

placed at such a place for trouble free easy operation.
8. The water tank shall be fabricated with 3 (three) mm dia. mild steel sheet, including

baffle.
9. The tank should be connected with a pump, and a suitably placed center control

valve be fitted in such a way that any of the following operation are possible.
a. Hydrant to Tank.
b. Tank to pump
c. Hydrant to pump
d. Off.
Both sides of the roof near the Water Tank should be covered by chequered

alluminium sheet of 10 gauge.
10. Two hooking arrangement one in front and the other in the rear of the top of the water
