NOTIFICATIONS

No.EDN.25/97/Pt/583.—WHERE AS Disciplinary proceedings under Rule 9 of the Assam Services (Discipline
and Appeal) Rules, 1964 (as adopted by Meghalaya) were initiated against Shri L. Pyngrope, then Principal,
Government Boys’ Higher Secondary School, Tura in respect of specific article of charges supported by the
Statement of allegations of misconduct vide Government’s letter No.EDN.25/97/Pt/117, dated 22nd February,
2005, duly served on him and received by him.

AND WHEREAS, in reply dated 14th October, 2005, to the above charges, Shri L. Pyngrope, the
charged officer did not admit the charges levelled against him, where-upon the charges have been duly
enquired into by Dr. Shreeranjan, IAS, Commissioner for Departmental Enquiries, Meghalaya, the Enquiry
Officer duly appointed by the Governor of Meghalaya vide Notification No.EDN.25/97/Pt/250, dated 22nd
May, 2006.

AND WHEREAS, the Governor after careful consideration of the report of the Enquiry Officer and taking
into account all the relevant facts and circumstances of the case, has come to the conclusion that the
charges of nhon-compliance with the orders issued by the Government and violation of the provisions of the
Financial Rules stand proved against him, which shows that his conduct was unbecoming of a Government
employee and in violation of Rule 3 of the Meghalaya Service (Conduct) Rules, 1990.

AND WHEREAS, after careful consideration of all aspects of the matter and in consultation with the
Meghalaya Public Service Commission the Governor has come to the conclusion that the minor penalty of
withholding of promotion for a period of 3 (three) years be awarded to him.

Now therefore, in the light of the aforesaid, the Governor, in exercise of the powers conferred under Rule
9 (11) of the Assam Services (Discipline and Appeal) Rules, 1964 (as adopted by Meghalaya) has decided
that the penalty of withholding of promotion for a period of 3 (three) years be imposed on Shri L. Pyngrope,
then Principal, Government Boys’ Higher Secondary School, Tura.

The Governor hereby orders that the promotion to Shri L. Pyngrope, be withheld for a period of 3 (three)
years with effect from 29th July, 2004 to 28th July, 2007.

Subject :- Ban on air travel of Ministerial staff accompanying Ministers on tour.

No.FEM.18/88/PT/15.—In supersession of this Department’'s O.M. No.FEM.18/88/Pt.83, dated 3rd August,
2006; O.M. No.FEM.18/88/Pt.11, dated 8th August, 2008 and O.M.No.FEM.18/88/Pt.13, dated 6th November,
2008, it is hereby clarified that all types of tours by Ministerial staff attached to Minister like UDAS'/LDAS'/Typist/
Grade IV are banned completely with immediate effect. However, this order will not apply to cases where UDAis
attached to a Minister to perform the duty of a P. A. subject to the condition that the number of eligible staff
accompanying the Minister on official tour should in no case exceed 1 (one).

No.WM(G)19/2007/8.—In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 72 of the Standard of Weights and
Measures (Enforcement) Act, 1985 and with the approval of the Government of India, the Governor of Meghalaya is
pleased to amend the Meghalaya Standard of Weight and Measures (Enforcement) Rules 1999 as follows:-

THE MEGHALAYA STANDARDS OF WEIGHTS AND MEASURES (ENFORCEMENT) (AMENDMENT)
RULES, 2007.

1. Short title and commencement—(1) These rules may be called the Meghalaya Standards of Weights &
Measures (Enforcement) (Amendment) Rules, 2008.

(2) They shall come into force at once.

2. Addition of new item No. (f) after the existing item No. (e) of Schedule IX appended to the
Rules - After item No. (e) of Schedule IX appended to the Meghalaya Standards of Weights & Measures
(Enforcement) Rules 1999, the following new item (f) shall be added, namely, -

Denomination Fees corresponding to Max. Permissible relative error.
