NOTIFICATIONS

No.FWC/G/52/97/Pt.Ill.— In the pursuance of clause (a) of the sub-section (i) of the Section 11 of the
Wildlife Protection Act 2002, the elephant which had in the recent days repeatedly attacked and killed personsiin
Selsella without provocation and also caused death of persons a month ago in the range of movement of
elephants in the area viz, Bangdapara, Halchati, Kochuadok, Dokagre, Ujenggre is hereby declared as ‘Rogue’
and proclaimed for destruction.

The area of operation of this animal is confined to West Garo Hills District only covering mostly Damdiloka,
Purakasia, Halchati, Salmanpara, Chondon Nokatgre, Monabari, Ujenggre and Selsella areas. The animal
sometimes crosses the international boundary to Bangladesh and also to the state of Assam in Mankachar
area.

It is not possible to immobilize, capture and translocate the said elephant due to difficult ground
conditions. A suitable reward as approved by the Government will be paid to the killer of the elephant.

This notification shall remain valid upto 30th April, 2009.

Description of the elephant :

1. Nature : Loner.

2 Sex : Male (Makna).
3 Circumference of forelimb : 1m 30cm.

4. Circumference of hind limb : im.

5 Height of the elephant : 2.60m.

Any interested party possessing prescribed bore HV Rifle duly licensed may contact the Undersigned
or Divisional Forest Officer, East and West Garo Hills Wildlife Division, Tura for shooting the elephant. No
royalty will be payable to Government for killing of the said proclaimed elephant.
