to amend The United Khasi-Jaintia Hills District (Establishment of Town Committee) Rules, 1962 hereinafter
referred to as the ‘Principal Rules’ in the manner herein appearing.

It is hereby enacted by the Khasi Hills Autonomous District Council in the Fifty Ninth year of the Republic
of India as follows :-

1. Short title Extent and Commencement :-

(i)  This Rule may be called the Khasi Hills Autonomous District (Establishment of Town Committee)
(First Amendment) Rules, 2008.

(i) It shall apply to the whole of Khasi Hills Autonomous District.

(i) It shall come into force at once.
2. All words and expressions shall have the same meaning as defined in the Principal Rules.
3. Amendment of Rule 2 and Rule 4 of the Principal Rules :-

In the existing Sub-Rule (k) of Rule 2 and Rule 4 of the Principal Rules the words “Assam Gazette” shall
be substituted by the words “Meghalaya Gazette”

4. Amendment of Rule 5 of the Principal Rules :-

In Sub-Rule (a) of Rule 5 the words “three years” appearing in between the words “for a period of” and
“from the date” shall be substituted by the words “five years”
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5. Amendment of Rule 17 of the Principal Rules :-

“five years”

6. Amendment of Rule 18 of the Principal Rules :-

permanent resident of the Town”

qualifying date” shall be substituted by the word “eighteen”
