Commission (Redressal of Grievances) (Amendment) Regulations, 2010 which the Meghalaya State
Electricity Regulatory Commission proposes to make in exercise of the powers conferred under sub-section
(2) of Section 181 read with sub-sections (5), (6) and (7) of Section 42 of the Electricity Act, 2003 is hereby
previously published as required under sub-section (3) of the section aforesaid and notice is hereby given
that any person or persons interested may file their suggestions, comments or objections to the Secretary
of the Commission within 15 days from the date of publication of this notification in the Gazette of Meghalaya
for consideration, namely -

1. Short title and commencement.—(1) These Regulations may be called the Meghalaya State Electricity
Regulatory Commission (Redressal of Grievances) (Amendment) Regulations, 2010.

(2) They shall be deemed to have come into force on the 1st October, 2009.

2. Amendment of Regulation 8.—In Regulation (8), sub-regulation (3), of the Meghalaya State Electricity
Regulatory Commission (Redressal of Grievances Regulations, 2007 (2 of 2007) for the words “rupees
fifteen thousand” the words “rupees twenty thousand” shall be substituted.
