No.CDD.122/2006/13:-In exercise of the powers conferred under Sub-section (1) read with Clause (c) of
Sub-Clause (2) of Section 31 of the National Rural Employment Guarantee Act, 2005 (42 of 2005) vide Notification
of the Government of India, Ministry of Rural Development, the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to notify the
National Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme : State Employment Guarantee Fund Rules, Meghalaya, 2008 as
follows -

1. Short Title and Commencement.

()-These Rule may be called the National Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme: State Employment
Guarantee Fund Rules, Meghalaya, 2008 (ii). The Rule shall come into force with effect from the date of its notifica-
tion in the Official Gazette.

2. Definition. :— In these Rules, unless the context otherwise requires
(@ ‘Act means the National Employment Guarantee Fund act, 2005.
(b) “Rules” means the State Employment Guarantee Fund Rules, Meghalaya, 2008.
(c) “State Government” means Government of Meghalaya.
(d) “State Fund” means the Meghalaya State Employment Guarantee Fund established under sub-sectipn
(1) of Section 20.

(e) Allother words and expressions used herein and not defined but defined in the Act shall the meanings
respectively assigned to them in the Act.

3. Usage of the State Fund :- The State Fund shall be utilized by the State Government., to meet the State
Government share of expenditure for the implementation of NREGA : MEGHALAYA including the grants to the
Districts, Blocks, AECs, VECs.

4. Release of Grants from the Fund to the District Programme Coodinators (1) Before the beginning of
each financial year on or before 5th January, ali the District Programme Coordinators shall prepare the Annual Work
Plan and Labour Budget and sent to the State Government for taking up with the Government of India.

(2) The District Programme Coordinators may also in their Annual Work Plan and Labour Budget submit
proposals for any other works other than those specified in Schedule 1 of the Act to the State Government for taking
with the Government of India.

(3)  The District should submit the proposals to the State Government within 5th January of 2ach financial
year for taking up with the Government of India.

(4) The Sate Government will release the state share to the District Programme Coodinators in
accordance with the directions to be issued by the Ministry of Rural Development from time to time. Thereafter the
District Programme Coodinators will release the fund to the Programme Officers who in turn will release the funds
to Area Employment Councils and Village Employment Councils accordingly.

(5) The State Government may, in order to meet emergent needs and to meet the temorary shortage of
funds on account of non-completion of prescribed formalities give advances as it may consider necessary to the
districts pending regular release of funds and such advances shall be adjusted later against regular releases.

(6) The State Employment Guarantee Fund shall be maintained by NREGA Cell in a separate bank
account which shall be non-lapsable.

(7) The District Programme Coordinators, Programme Officers or any other Agency or Organisations
involved with the implementation of the NREGA shall not create any encumbrance on the grants released by the
Central and State Government either directly by the Central Government or through the Meghalaya State Employ-
ment Guarantee Fund to the Districts and implementing agencies/organizations.
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(8) The sanctioned amount shall be released directly from the National/State Fund to a separate Bank
Account of the District level for the implementation of the Act, which shall be non-lapsable.

(9) Thedecision in regard to release of funds shall be taken by the Government of India in consuiltation with
the State Government and Districts.

(10) The sanctioned amount may be released directly from the State Employment Guarantee Fund under
sub-section (1) of section 21.

(11) The rules for SEG Fund and the fund flow from State Employment Guarantee Fund to the Districts,
Block and Area Empioyment Councils shall be notified by the State Government.

5. Release of grants from the State Fund to the State Employment Guarantee Council :

{ii  The State Employment Guarantee Council will be given a grant every year with an initial corpus of
rupees (to be decided by State Finance Department ) in order to meet the expenses in connection with the
functions assigned to the Council.

(i) The Council shall maintain a bank account in a scheduled Bank for the funds so given. This shall be
operated jointly by the Chairman SEGC and anyone of the members.

(i)  The grants shall be given to the Council after audit report for the previous year and the utilization
certificate for at least sixty parcent of the amount already are furnished.

6. Balance budgeted grant : The balance budgeted grant of each financial year shall be transferred to the
State Fund before the ciose cf the financial year and shall constitute the reserve of the State Fund.

7. Audit. The grants released from the State Fund to the Districts, Biocks and Area Employment Councils shall
be audited by the Accountant general, Meghalaya. The internal audit shall be done on bahalf of the Head of the
Department (Commissioner & Secretary) to the Government of Meghalaya by the internal auditor of the Directorate
supervised by Finance and Account Officer of the Director Community and rural Development Department.
