further to amend the laws relating to the salaries and allowances of Ministers,

Speaker, Parliamentary Secrectaries, Leader of Opposition and Members of the
Meghalaya Legislative Assembly.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Meghalaya in the Sixty-first Year

of the Republic of India as follows, -

1. (1) This Act may be called the Meghalaya Legislator’s Salaries
and Allowances (Amendment) Act, 2010.

(2) It shall be deemed to have come into force on and from

1st April, 2008.

2. In the Legislative Assembly of Meghalaya (Speaker and Deputy
Speaker Salaries and Allowances) Act, 1972 -

(i} in section 2, for the words “rupees fourteen thousand six

6. In the Meghalaya Parliamentary Secretary (Appointment,
Salaries, Allowances and Miscellaneous Provisions) Act, 2005, after
section 6, the following new section 6A shall be added

Allowance as the State Government may,
from time to time determine by issuing
of an office memorandum”

7. (1) The Meghalaya Legislators’ Salaries and Allowances
Amendment Ordinance 2009 is hereby repealed.

(2) Notwithstanding such repeal, anything done or any action
taken under the corresponding provisions of the Ordinance so
repealed, shall be deemed to have done or taken under the

provisions of this Act.
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STATEMENT OF OBJECT AND REASONS

Considering the cost of living and the increase in price index, the Government
has decided to revise the salaries and allowances of Ministers, Speaker, Parliamentary
Secretaries, Leader of Opposition and MLAs. An ordinance, namely, the Meghalaya
Legislators‘Salary and Allowances Amendment Ordinance, 2009 was promulgated on
2274 December, 2009 by the Governor of Meghalaya under Article 213 (1) of the
Constitution of India as the Assembly was not in session. The Ordinance so
promulgated requires replacement by a regular Bill to be introduced,-considered and
passed by the Meghalaya Legislative Assembly.

Hence this Bill.
