The Awards will be known as the “NATIONAL CHILD AWARD FOR EXCEPTIONAL ACHIEVEMENT”.
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GUIDELINES

SCOPE

Children between the age of 4 to 15 years who have shown in exceptional achievement in any field
including academics, arts and culture and sports etc. will be considered for this Award. One Gold Medal
and 35 Silver Medals (one for each State/U.T.) are to be given annually.

NATURE OF AWARDS

The Awards for the child with exceptional achievement shall consists of :-

(A) Gold Medal — 1 (one)

(i) Cash prize of Rs.20.000/-

(ii) Citation and Certificate and

(iii) Gold Medal

(B) Silver Medal — 35 (thirty five)

(i) Award money @ Rs.10,000/- for each awardee

(ii) Citation and Certificate for each awardee and

(iii) Silver Medal for each awardee.

a) Sales Tax /VAT Certificate whatsoever is applicable---- is enclosed. 
b) Earnest money ---------is enclosed. 
c) Court fees stamps ------- is affixed. 
d) Trading License from KHADC, (for non-tribal) ------------is enclosed. 
e) Dealership Certificate from the Principal manufactures ---- is enclosed. 
f) SC/ST Certificate (for Tribal) -------------is enclosed. 
g) Passport size photograph of the bidder should also be enclosed ------- is 

enclosed. 
h) “Technical Bid” on the body of the sealed envelop of Technical Bid and “Price Bid 

for .............. (name of the item)” on each sealed envelop of item quoted. 
i) Attested copy of valid Professional Tax Clearance Certificate  

 
4. Rates Quoted: 

a) Should be inclusive of all taxes, levies, charges, packing, insurance, taxes and 
other installation/incidental charges up to the office of the Director General of 
Prisons, Special Branch, Meghalaya; Shillong.
