No.CDH.13/2008/13.—In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to Article 309 of the Constitution of
India, the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to make the following rules to amend the Meghalaya Civil Defence
and Home Guards Service Rules, 1989 namely :

1. Short title and Commencement.—(1) These rules may be called the Meghalaya Civil Defence & Home
Guards Services (Amendment) Rules, 2010.

(2) It shall come into force with immediate effect.

2. Amendment of Rule 6 (2)—In Rules 6 of the Meghalaya Civil Defence & Home Guards Services Rules
1989, in sub-rule (2), for the figures and words “331/2 percent” and “661/2 percent” occurring in second and
third line therein, the figures and words “50 percent” and “50 percent” shall respectively be substituted.
