(a) In the event of rejecting, failing, declining, neglecting or delaying to comply with
any demand or requisition, the officer operating the contract, shall be at liberty
(without prejudice of any other remedy the Department may have on account of
any claim for compensation against loss and inconvenience caused by such
breach) to order purchase or to procure or to arrange from Govt. stock or
otherwise at the expense of the Contractors. Such Officer operating the contact
from his Security Deposit and outstanding dues or any other sums which due to
him/her for the concerned or any other District / Unit of the Department.
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(b) The Director General of Police, Meghalaya may rescind forthwith any Contract in
writing if :- .
