If any successful tenderer refuses to signthe Contract Agreement within the stipulated time, the Earnest
Money of such tenderer will be forfeited to the Government and he/she will be debarred from tendering any
supply to this Department for a period of 2 (two) years.

Once the Contract Agreement is signed, the selected tenderer will supply the items as ordered by the
Indenting Officer within 90 (ninety) days. No complaints whatsoever regarding terms and conditions, quality,
non-availability of materials, etc. will be entertained. Further, the selected tenderer will have no right whatsoever
to any claim of loss or damage due to fluctuations of prices, etc. other than additional imposition or
enhancement of any duty or tax in force.

Once the rates offered in the tenders are accepted, no enhancement of rates will be allowed under any
circumstance and the Tenderers will be liable to supply at the rates accepted by the Asstt. Inspector General
of Police, (A), Meghalaya, Shillong. Failure to supply at the accepted rates will entail the offer being cancelled
and the Security Money forfeited to Government of Meghalaya.

Payment will be made to the firms directly, only on completion of supply and installation. Documents,
Vouchers, RR Bills etc. routed through Bank will not be accepted.

Any loss sustained by the Government due to failure, omission or neglect of the supplier will be realized from
his/her Security Deposit.

In the event of rejection, failing, declining, neglecting or delaying to comply with any demand or requisition,
the Asstt. Inspector General of Police, (A), Meghalaya, Shillong will be at liberty to order purchase of such
items at the expense of the supplier.

The Asstt. Inspector General of Police, (A), Meghalaya, Shillong may rescind forthwith the contract in
writing if:

A contractor assigns or sub-lets any contract without his approval in respect of the contract or any other
contract entered into with the undersigned.

A contractor or his agent or servants are guilty of fraud in respect of this contract or any other contract.

The supplier declines, neglects or delays to comply with the demand or requisition or in any other way fails
to perform or observe any condition of the contract.

Incase of such rescission, the Security Deposit, in part or full, at the discretion of the Asstt. Inspector
General of Police, (A), Meghalaya, Shillong shall stand forfeited and be absolutely at the disposal of Government.
Further, the Government entitled to recover, from -the suppliers, any extra expense of Government may be
put to in obtaining supplies from elsewhere.

If the Supplier/Firm willfully neglects, fails to perform or observe any condition of contract, or attempts to
cheat or indulge in foul practices, the Asstt. Inspector General of Police, (A), Meghalaya, Shillong may
impose a ban upon such supplier/firm for future business with the Department.

The Purchase Board reserves the right to reject any or all tenders without assigning any reason thereof and
does not bind itself to accept the lowest (s).

Shall conform to NIJ Standard 0101.04.
Level llIA or above with front and back inserts.

Capacity to stop bursts of 7.62mm (hardcore steel) and 5.56mm bullets from 10 meters and 9mm bullet
from 5 meters distance at zero degree angle of impact.

Lightweight jacket with both inserts not exceeding 7.5 kgs, providing optimal mobility and comfort.

Shall provide protection to front & back torso, full sides, upper shoulders, neck and collar. The collar
should be detachable and should not hamper movement of the neck.

Adjustable at shoulders and waist with appropriate high quality fastening system and no metallic material
should be used.
