OFFICE  MEMORANDUM

Subject :- Transfer of State Government Employees to other Government Departments,
Companies, Corporations etc,  - Deputation (Duty) Allowance.

No.FEG.74/92/365.—Consequent upon the revision of pay structures on the recommendation
of the 4th Meghalaya Pay. Commission and in partial modification of the previous O.M. No. FEG.74/72/
357, dated 21st December, 1998, it has been decided that the existing rate of Deputation (Duty)
Allowance as specified under para 4.1 and the limit of Deputation pay as specified under para 4.5 of
the said O.M., referred to above, be revised as follows :-

4.1. The Deputation (Duty) Allowance admissible shall be at the following rates.

(a) 5% of (he basic pay subject to a maximum of Rs. 1000/- per mensem for transfer within
the same station.

(b) 10% of the basic pay subject to a maximum of Rs. 2000/- per mensem in all places other
than the same station.

Provided that the basic pay plus deputation (Duty) allowance should not exceed Rs. 46,760/-
(maximum pay of the Head of Department).

4.5. In order that no employee receives an abnormal pay increase by virtue of being posted on
depuiation, the Authority ordering the deputation will ensure that the minimum pay in the scale
of pay of the post to which such depiuation is made is not substantially in excess of his basic
pay plus deputation (duty) allowance at prescribed rates. Where such minimum substantially
exceeds the emoluments admissible under the alternative of drawing depuiation (duty) allowance
at prescribed rates, the Appointing Authorities are expected to apply the provisions of
Fundamental Rules 37 and specially restrict the pay of deputationists to a suitable figure below
the minimum pay of the posts. For sake of uniformity, it has been decided that the pay allowed
under Fundamental Rule 37 should not exceed the basic pay of the deputationists by more
than the amounts shown below :-
