(Conditions of Service) Regulations, 1975 which the Government of Meghalaya proposed to make in exercise
of the powers conferred by Section 12 of the Meghalaya Civil Task Force Act, 1974 (Act No.l of 1974), read
with Rule 15 of the Meghalaya Civil Task Force Rules, 1975 is hereby published for information of all
persons likely to be affected thereby and notice is hereby given that the said proposal will be taken into
consideration after the expiry of 60 (sixty) days from the date of publication of this Notification in the
Gazette of Meghalaya.

Any objection or suggestion which may be received from any person with respect to the said proposal
before the expiry of the period specified above will be duly examined by the State Government.

PROPOSED AMENDMENT

1. These Regulation may be called the Meghalaya Civil Task Force (Conditions of Service) (Amendment)
Regulations, 2010.

2. In the Meghalaya Civil Task Force (Conditions of Service) Regulation, 1975 after regulation 9, the
following regulation shall be added, namely;

“10.Retirement Age - The members of the Force (1) Subordinate Officers (2) Under Officers
and (3) Pioneers shall retire from service when they attain the age of 58 (fifty eight) years.
