DIVING SUIT:- (WET TYPE - MEDIUM) The Complete under water diving suit will comprise of the dive
Suit with accessories and the Under Water Breathing apparatus.

The wet suit shall be made up of 7 mm Neoprene and should come in either a two piece design, viz,
lagging (farmer John) and jacket with attached hood closed by a convenient face zipper or one piece
design with wrist ankle and face seal and water tight. The suit shall be supplied complete with a pair of
fine fingered heat reflecting Neoprene gloves and a pair of Boots which are comfortable & heat reflecting
with 5 mm Neoprene living, non slip soles and Nylon side Zipper along with Fins (Poly Propylene Rubber)
full foot type.
