The MWSSO shall also be the servicing
organisation for the SWSM and shall meet all the
administrative costs, logistics and other support
needed for smooth functioning of the SWSM. The State
IEC & HRD Cell (CCDU), MIS & GIS Cell, R&D,
Programme & Project Monitoring & Evaluation
(PPME), Monitoring & Investigation Unit, State
Technical Agency, shall all be functioning under the
MWSSO.

3. Consideration and approval of sector policy and
programme pertaining to water supply  and

5. Coordination with various Departments and other
partners in relevant activities,

6. Monitoring and Evaluation of physical and
financial performance and management of the
water supply and sanitation projects,

7. Arranging independent certification of the quality
of construction of Swajaldhara projects,

8. Integrating and operating communication and
capacity development programmes for both
water supply and sanitation.

9. The State level Scheme Sanctioning Committee
(SLSSC) constituted by the PHE Department
shall   be   delegated   with   the   power   for
according   technical   and administrative
approval to rural water supply projects/schemes
and related software activities viz., CCDU,
WQM&S, MIS, R&D, M&E, Support to STA and
National Expert Groups, etc as per the NRDWP
guideline. As such, the functions of the State
Water and  Sanitation  Mission  earlier constituted
vide  Govt.  Notification  No. PHE.318/2000/123
dated 1st August 2003 which included the function
of approval of ARWSP/Sub-Mission  schemes/
proposal  shall,   henceforth,   be  discharged  by
the SLSSC under the PHED.

12.     The SWSM shall operate Programme Account,
Support Account and TSC Account separately
to receive funds from the GOI, State and others
and shall disburse funds to the Chief Engineer,
Districts, Divisions, etc. as per the Government
procedures laid down from time to time.

13.     The SWSM shall have to furnish to the
Government of India, Utilization Certificate (UC)
and Audit Certificate (AC) for the funds received
by the SWSM.

14. In case of the funds received by the District
Water and Sanitation Mission (DWSM), the
SWSM shall countersign the UC duly signed by
the Chairman and the Member Secretary of the
DWSC and furnish to the Government of India
together with its recommendation for further
release of funds.
