Any tenders sent   by post or hand after the
stipulated date will not be entertained under any circumstances.

4.   The tenderer should state the maximum outright price which he/she preferred to pay for the weigh bridge
mentioned above.

5.   The tender should be addressed to the undersigned and subscribed as “ Tender for collection of Royalty on
Excess quantity of Coal / Limestone at Wa’geasi for the period 2011 -12 to 2013 -14".

6.   The sealed tender must be placed in the TENDER BOX kept for the purpose in the office of the Chief Forest
Officer, GHADC, Tura.

7. The tender must be accompanied by the following documents or certificates :

a) Refundable Bank Draft of `.50,000/- (Rupees fifty thousand) only as Earnest Money in favour of the
Secretary, Executive Committee, GHADC, Tura payable at S.B.I. Tura

b) Financial soundness certificate.

c) Up to date Forest Registration certificate.

d) Up to date Professional Tax clearance certificate.

e) Up to date Sale Tax clearance certificate.

f) Up to date Income Tax exempted certificate for Tribal.

g) N.O.C. issued by the Ministry of Shipping, Roads, Transport and Highways.Govt. of India.

h) N.O.C. issued by the Chief Engineer, N.H (Roads) Meghalaya, Shillong.

i) N.O.C. issued by the Superintendent Engineer, P.W.D. (Roads) Tura circle, West Garo Hills, Meghalaya.

j) Site Plan of’the proposed weigh bridge approved by the competent authority,

k) N.O.C. issued by the Weights and Measures Department Govt. of Meghalaya.

I)    Land documents / Nokma consent of the proposed weigh bridge site.

8.   If the tenderer is a defaulter of Council Revenue in any form his/her tender will be rejected.

9.   The tender found irregular or defective due to non - submission of required documents will not be entertained
under any circumstances.

10. The Executive Committee, GHADC, reserves the right for settlement of the weigh bridge mentioned above.

11. The successful tenderer must deposit the security money to Council Treasury by Challan positively within
15(fifteen) days of the final order for settlement, failing which the settlement will be cancelled.
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12. The amount of such security money should be paid at the following rates.

a) 25% of the 1st `.10,000/- (Rupees ten thousand) only of the bid money at which the weigh bridge is
settled subject to a minimum of `.2,500/- ( Rupees two thousand five hundred) only.

b) 10% of the amount in excess of the 1st ̀ .10,000/- (Rupees ten thousand) only subject to a minimum of
`.2,500/- (Rupees two thousand five hundred) only.

c) The authority who passes the settlement order may in its discretion call for an additional security
deposit which together with the ordinary security mentioned above shall not exceeds 40% of the total
value at which the weigh bridge is settled.

d) On successful completion of the operation period and payment of ail dues, the security money so
deposited will be released to the Lessee, or it will be adjusted against the dues of last installment of the
weigh bridge if so desired by the lessee.

13. The amount at which the settlement is made must be paid in full by equal installments as fixed by the
authority after signing the agreement.

14. The successful tenderer must sign the agreement in Folio papers within 1( one) week of the payment of
security deposit whereupon the operation order will be issued.

15. Failure on the part of the successful tenderer to pay the dues on stipulated dates, the security money so
deposited will be forfeited  to this Council and the settlement will be cancelled and the weigh bridge will be
resold at the risk of the successful tenderer for the remaining period of the settlement order. In such an
event, the earnest money so deposited will also be liable to be forfeited to this Council, and any shortfalls
thereof will be realized from the lessee as an arrear of Land Revenue as per rules.

16. The successful tenderer must produce the NOC issued by the Transport Department within. 4 (four) months
from the date of commencement of settlement order, failing which the settlement will be cancelled.

17. The successful tenderer must obtain the formal approval of the GHADC, Tura for the persons engaged to
collect weighing charge at the weigh bridge and identity cards must also be issued to such agents/collectors
by the Lessee

18. The duty of protecting the weigh bridge from fire, theft or other destructive forces during the operation period
lies solely with the lessee, hence, no claim against this Council in respect of any damage by fire, theft etc.
shall be entertained.

19. No power of attorney or mortgage deed or Sub-let will be recognized in respect of the Weigh Bridge except
when executed with prior permission.in writing from the authority making the settlement order.

20. The Earnest money of the unsuccessful tenderers will be released after the issue of final order for settlement
and that of the successful tenderer will be retained until the terms and conditions of this Tender Notice are
complied with.

21. The Tender Form may be obtained from the office of the Chief Forest Officer, GHADC, Tura on payment of
`.100/- (Rupees one hundred) only per form on any working day from-11:30 A.M. to 3:30 P.M.

22. The tenderer Without the N. O. C. issued by the Ministry of Shipping, Roads, Transport and Highways, Govt.
of India need not apply for the tender.
