No.LBG.211/88/Pt.II/397.—In exercise of the power conferred by section 35 of the Inter
State Migrant Workmen (Regulation of Employment and Conditions of Service) Act 1979 (Central
Act No. 30 of 1979) the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to make the following rules to amend
the Meghalaya Inter State Migrant Workmen (Regulation of Employment and Conditions of Service)
Rules 1985 namely:-

1. Short title and commencement : (1) These rules may be called the Meghalaya Inter State
Migrant Workmen (Regulation of Employment and Conditions of Service) (Second Amendment)
Rules, 2011.

(2) They shall come into force on the date of publication in the Official Gazette.

2. Amendment of Rule 12 - Fees:

In sub-rule (1) of rule 12 of the principal Rules, for the Figure and word “Re. 1”, the figure and
words “Rs. 6.00 (Rupees six)” shall be substituted.

In sub-rule (2) of rule 12 of the principal Rules, for the Figure and word “Re. 1” the figure and
words “Rs. 6.00 (Rupees six) shall be substituted.

3. Amendment of Rule 16 - Issue of Duplicate Certificate of Registration or Licence :
For the figures and words “50.00 (Rupees fifty)”, the figures and word, “Rs. 100.00 (Rupees one
hundred)” shall be substituted.

4. Amendment of Rule 19 - Obtaining of copies of Order :
For the figures and words, “25.00 (Rupees twenty five)”, the figures and  word “Rs. 50.00 (Rupees
fifty)” shall be substituted.

OFFICE  MEMORANDUM

Subject :- Appointment of over-aged persons into State Government service and over stayal
in service beyond the age of superannuation of Govt. employees.

No.FEG.5/2011/2.—The undersigned is directed to say that instances have come to the
notice of the Government that recruitment of over-aged person(s) with date of birth exceeding the
age limit prescribed under Subsidiary Rule 6 of Meghalaya Fundamental Rules & Subsidiary
Rules, 1984 have been admitted into the service of the Government. Similarly, Government
employee(s) beyond the age of superannuation were retained in service on the plea that such
person(s) does/do not know his/her/their date(s) of birth or that the date(s) of superannuation
could not be ascertained due to non-availability of Service Books/records.

2. Government has now taken a serious view of the above gross discrepancies in the
incorrect/improper maintenance of the Service Books/records and contrary to the provisions of
Subsidiary Rules 118, 119 and 120, ibid, which require that Service Books/Service Rolls for all
non-gazetted officials except those appointed against temporary vacancies of not more than one
year including Gazetted Officers whose services are recorded in a history of service or a Service
Registrar by the office of the Accountant General (A&E), Meghalaya, are opened from the date of
first appointment in the prescribed forms in MFR No.12 and 13. Besides, every steps in the officials
career should be recorded and each entry attested by the Head of Offices (or authorized Officers
in this regard) who will ensure that the erasures, over writings, etc. under Part-I of the “Bio-data”
in respect of (a) date of birth, (b) educational qualifications, (c) Caste-Certificates for SC/ST, are
duly attested after actual verification of the documentary evidence, viz. Matriculation or equivalent
certificates, birth certificate issued by competent authorities and that the Service Books are
invariably shown to the concerned Government employees and signatures obtained in token of
their personal inspection and satisfaction.

3. It is, therefore, necessary that the Heads of Departments/Heads of Offices take due note
of the above and ensure strict compliance to avoid any lapses in this regard.

4. The contents of this order may be brought to the notice of all District and Subordinate
offices for guidance and compliance.
