in the form of State Forest Development Agency for
smooth implementation of National Afforestation
Programme;

NOW THEREFORE, the Governor of Meghalaya
is pleased to constitute the Meghalaya State Forest
Development Agency (MSFDA) with the following
conditions :

1. MSFDA shall be registered as a Society under the
Meghalaya Societies Registration Act 1983 and

2. MSFDA shall have a two-tier structure in the form
of a General Body and an Executive Body.

The General Body:

The member of the General Body shall be
appointed by the Government and it shall have the
following members:

Chairpersons of two Forest Development
Agencies (FDAs) or any other scheme being
implemented through MSFDA, to be nominated
by the Chairperson on rotational basis for a period
of two years.

Member Secretaries cum Chief Executive
Officers of two FDAs or any other scheme being
implemented through MSFDA, to be nominated
by Chairperson on rotational basis for a period
of two years.

Provided that;

All the members of the Executive Body shall
automatically be the members of the General
Body also.

The Executive Body of the MSFDA may co-opt
other members as and when necessary.
However, such members would not have voting
rights.

The General Body shall meet at least once in a
year, while the Executive Body shall meet at least
once in 6 (six) months.

MSFDA is authorized to open and maintain bank
account (s) in nationalised banks in order to
receive and manage funds. Such bank accounts
shall be opened and operated by the Member-
Secretary of the Executive Body of the MSFDA.

The MSFDA is authorized to receive directly the
grants-in-aid / central assistance from the
Ministry of Environment and Forest, Government
of India and utilize such funds for execution of
approved projects.

The MSFDA may receive funds from the
Government of Meghalaya and other authorized
sources also and utilize such funds for fulfilment
of the objectives prescribed in the roles and
responsibilities.

The MSFDA shall be supported by the
administrative set up of the office of the Chief
Conservator of Forests Social Forestry and
Environment who is the Nodal Officer National
Afforestation Programme for the State.

The MSFDA shall maintain accounts following
such accounting procedure as required under
Meghalaya Societies Registration Act 1983.
These shall be audited by qualified auditors and

may be subjected to audit by the Comptroller and
Auditor General of India or his nominated officers.

(9) The role and responsibility of the MSFDA shall
include those prescribed by the Government of
India vide their No.F 25.1.1/99-B/Il dated 10th
December, 2009, as stated below:

()  To function as a federation of FDAs in the
State and undertake all activities including
policy support, programmes and projects
that are required for regeneration,
development and/or management of forests
and adjoining areas and allied activities with
people’s participation, including
implementation of Centrally Sponsored /
Central Sector Schemes

(i)  To undertake forestry and allied activities
entrusted to it by the State Government or
its Agencies and any other funding
organisations.

(iif)  To formulate and implement forestry and
allied projects with assistance from Central
Government, State Government, financial
institutions recognised by Government, bi-
lateral and multi-lateral funding agencies.

(iv) To undertake such activities which promote
development of forest dependent or forest
fringe village populations.

(v) For the purpose of achieving the objectives
of the schemes being implemented by the
MSFDA, it will exercise all powers, including
prioritization, amendment, reformulation,
approval, guidance, monitoring and
evaluation etc and for this purpose it may
either undertake these works itself or issue
directions or guidelines.

(vi) To give due priority to the restoration of eco-
fragile areas.

(10) State Level Steering Committee

A State Level Steering Committee shall be
constituted under the Chairmanship of the Chief
Secretary with such members as the Government may
appoint in accordance with the NAP Revised
Operational Guidelines 2009. The Committee will
provide overall guidance for effective delivery of the
NAP scheme, address inter departmental issues,
ensure convergence of inputs of other departments
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wherever and whenever required and monitor the
national afforestation programme schemes
implemented by FDAs.
