I do hereby certify that pursuant to the Meghalaya Co-operative Societies’ Act (Assam Act I of 1950 as
adapted by Meghalaya), the amendment shown in the enclosed document of the Bye-laws of the ‘Meghalaya
Co-operative Apex Bank Ltd. Shillong’ a Co-operative Society registered under the aforesaid Act on the 16th
day of February, 1971 under No. SHILL. 2 of 1970-1971 has been duly registered in my office, dated this 22nd
day of September of the year Two thousand Eleven Anno Domini.

Bye-Law No.1- Name and Address- The name of the Co-operative Credit Structure Society is -

Name and address The Meghalaya Cooperative Apex Bank Ltd. herein after, called The “Bank” registered
under the Meghalaya Cooperative Societies Act (Assam Act No.I of 1950 as adapted
and amended by Meghalaya), an Apex Society engaged in the business of Banking
under certain provisions of the Banking Regulation Act (as applicable to Co-operative
Societies), 1949 (10 of 1949), and its area of operation shall extend to the whole of
Meghalaya State.

Its Registered Office and Head Office shall be at Shillong.

Bye-Law No.2- DEFINITION:

DEFINITION : (a) “Act” means the Meghalaya Co-operative Societies Act (Assam Act No.I of 1950 as
adapted and amended by Meghalaya), in force in Meghalaya.

(k) “Primary Society” means a Cooperative Societies whose membership consists
exclusively of individuals and self help groups.

Explanation:- A “Self-help Group” is a homogenous group of rural poor Comprising
of not more than twenty members voluntarily formed to save small amounts out of their
earnings and agreed upon to form a corpus to be lent to the members of such group.

New additions:

(n) National Bank-means the National Bank for Agriculture and Rural Development
(NABARD established under section 3 of the National Bank for Agriculture and Rural
Development Act, 1981 (Central Act 61 of 1981).

(o) Reserve Bank-means Reserve Bank of India established under section 3 of the
Reserve Bank of India Act, 1934 (Central Act 2 of 1934).

(p) Apex Society-means a Cooperative Society whose area of operation extends to
whole of the State of Meghalaya and which has as its principal objects,the promotion of
the principal objects of and provision of facilities for the operation of other Cooperative
Societies affiliated to it and classified as an Apex Society by the Registrar.

(q) Banking Regulation Act, 1949-means an Act to consolidated and amend the law
relating to Bank (Central Act 10 of 1949).

(r) Chartered Accountant- means a member of the Institute of Chartered Accountants
of India within the meaning of the Chartered Accountant Act, 1949 (38 of 1949).

(s) “Capital to Risk Weighted Assets Ratio” means the Capital adequacy norms
stipulated by the Reserve Bank/NABARD from time to time.
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Bye- Law No.3- OBJECTIVES:

OBJECTIVES: (Renumbering (i),(ii) as (a.a) & (b.b.)

(a.a.) Generally to Undertake such activities as may be conducive to the attaining of the
above objective in consonance with RBI guidelines.

(b.b.) To receive grant financial assistance from Government for specific purpose.

(New insertion) :-

(c.c.) To open and operate Currency Chest.

(d.d.) The Bank may be affiliate or disaffiliate with a Federal Cooperative Society at its
choice, provided that before disaffiliation the Bank shall discharge its financial liability, if
any, to the Society from whom it is disaffiliating.

(e.e.) The Bank may enter and exit at any tier and there shall be no mandatory restrictions
of geographical boundaries for its operation.

(f.f.) The Bank may contribute to any other fund than those required for improving its
net worth or own funds.

(g.g.) The Bank shall provide loans for the development of Tribal Population and the
persons with disabilities of the State.

(h.h.) Ensuring full voting rights to all depositors/borrowers, in cooperatives other than
Cooperative Bank.

Bye- Law No.4- Share Capital:

Share Capital: The authorized Share Capital of the Bank shall be ` 10.00 (ten) crores made up of
2,00,000 shares of ` 500.00 each. The value of shares subscribed shall be paid in full
along with the application by all categories of members other than the State Government.
The State Government’s subscription in the Share Capital of the Bank Shall not exceed
twenty-five percent and the Government or the Bank may reduce the Government’s
subscription further at its choice.

Provided further that in case State Cooperative Bank unable to comply with
requirements of sub-section (i) of Section 11 of the Banking Regulation Act (as applicable
to Cooperative Societies), 1949 (Central Act 10 of 1949), the State Government can
contribute equity to the extent required to enable the Bank to comply with the requirement
of Sub-Section (1) of Section 11 of the Banking Regulation Act (as applicable to
Cooperative Societies) 1949 (Central Act 10 of 1949).

The State Government or the Bank at any Level wishing to reduce the State
equity further would be free to do so and the Bank will not be prevented from doing so.

SHARES: The Bank shall have the right to set off share money against loan outstanding.

THE GENERAL interest on deposits and loans, Borrowing and Investments during the ensuing year

ASSEMBLY: and until the next meeting of the General Assembly, in conformity with the R.B.I.
guidelines.
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(g) To establish and support Provident and other Funds for the benefit of the employees
of the Bank or tie up with the Regional Provident Fund.

Bye-Law No. 19 - If within half-an-hour from the time for a meeting of the General Assembly, a quorum is
not present, the Chairman shall, if the meeting has been called at the requisition of
members, declare it as null and void, but in any other case he shall adjourn the meeting
to a date not earlier than seven days and later than fourteen days as he may think
convenient. The business to be transacted at the adjourned meeting shall be the same
as that proposed for the original meeting shall be disposed of even without a quorum. At
least seven days notice of such adjourned meeting specifying date, hour and place
shall be forwarded to all members of the General Assembly, provided that no business
transacted at the adjourned meeting shall be deemed invalid on account of non-receipt
of the notice by a member in time.

7. Two representatives of individual Share Holders, one of whom shall be the
representative of depositor members and the other shall be from loanee members
elected in the manner as provided for in Bye-Law No.5 (a).

8. Only one nominee of the State Government having subscribed to the Share Capital.

9.   The Officer-in-Charge, NABARD, Meghalaya Regional Office, Shillong.

10. There shall be at least such numbers of professionals having special knowledge or
experience in such field as may be stipulated by the Reserve Bank on the Board of
the Bank and in case such number of elected directors do not, in the opinion of
Reserve Bank or National Bank, possess special knowledge or experience in such
fields as may be stipulated by the Reserve Bank, the Board shall co-opt such no. of
professionals with full voting right irrespective of:-

(d) The limit on the numbers of the Board under the Act or Rules framed there
under or the Bye-Laws of the Bank:

(e) Whether such professional is a member of the Society/Bank or not;

(f) If any person who, in the opinion of the Reserve Bank, has been co-opted as a
member of the Board under clause (10) of this section without having requisite
knowledge or experience as stipulated by the Reserve Bank, he shall, on being
advised by the Reserve or the National Bank, be removed from the office after
giving him a reasonable opportunity or being heard.

9. (a) To be re-numbered as 10 (d).

10. (d) The members of the Board of Directors other than ex-officio members once
elected shall continue to hold office for period of three years and shall retire on
expiry of the three years term starting from the date of election or till the next meeting
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of the General Assembly for the purpose of election, but shall be eligible for re-election
for another term of three years. No members other than, an ex-officio members
shall hold office as a member of the Board of Directors for more than six years
consecutively or elected within a shorter interval than three years.

Bye-Law No.23- No individual member or a representative of an affiliated society shall be eligible
for election to the Board of Directors if:

(1) He/She is under 18 years of age.

(5) He/She represents a society other than a Primary Agricultural Credit Society on
the Board of the Bank, if such society he/she represents has committed a default
towards the payments of such Bank for a period exceeding ninety days.

(New insertion):

(8) He/She committed default towards payment to a Primary Agricultural Credit
Society or represent a Primary Agricultural Credit Society on the Board of the
Bank, if such Society he/she represents has committed a default towards the
payment of such Bank for a period exceeding one year unless the default is
cleared.

(9) He/She represents a Society whose Managing Body is superseded.

(10) The members of the Board and the Chief Executive Officer (Managing Director
the Bank shall be based on the qualifications, expertise, track records, integrity
and other fit and proper criteria as stipulated by the Reserve Bank for the time
being in force.

(11) The members of the Board and the Executive Officer (Managing Director) of
the Bank who do not fulfill the fit and proper criteria stipulated by the Reserve
Bank shall be removed by the Registrar or the Appointing Authority, as the case
may be, at the recommendation of the Reserve Bank or the National Bank.

(b) If any vacancy occurs in the Board, such vacancy shall filled up by the Board
from amongst the qualified representatives of the same category by co-option
for a period of three years terms starting from the date of election or till the next
meeting of the General Assembly for the purpose of election provided that if the
vacancy is of the office of the Chairman or the Vice-Chairman the same shall
be filled up by election from amongst the remaining members of the Board and
the ultimate resultant vacancy shall be filled up as provided herein above. Any
vacancy amongst nominated member shall be filled up by the Government.

Bye-Law No.25- 25.(iii) To open new branches of the Bank and to close them in concurrence
with R.B.I, guidelines.

(new insertions):

(ix) The Bank shall have a freedom to decide matters relating to Personnel Policy,
Staffing Recruitment, Posting and Compensation to staff, Internal Control Systems,
Appointment of Auditors and fees for the Auditor.

Bye-Law No.31- EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE:
EXECUTIVE As per provision of the Meghalaya Cooperative Societies Act and Rules subject on
COMMITTEE condition that the Bank should further re-examine the provision of Bye-Law No.31-

Executive Committee on the composition of the Committee where 2 (two) nominees
from the State Government have been provided which requires further amendment
and consider in the next Special General Meeting of the Bank as per the views/
comments of the NABARD vide letter No.NB(MGH)1235/DCRR-14/2011-12 dated
the 9th September, 2011.
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The Board of Directors shall form an Executive Committee consisting of the following
members:

1.   The Chairman

2.   The Vice-Chairman

3.   The Managing Director

4.   The Registrar of Cooperative Societies.

5.   A representative from Finance Department Government of Meghalaya.

6.   One representative from the Sub-Area Marketing Cooperative Society Ltd.

7.   One representative from other types of Societies.

8.   One representative from the Service Cooperative Societies.

9.   One individual share-holder having deposits in the Bank.

10. Three professionals in the Board shall be the Ex-officio members.

(1) (xviii) To obtain loan from any Bank or financial institution regulated by the
Reserve Bank and refinance from National Bank or any other Financial Institution
directly or through any Reserve Bank regulated financial Institution and not necessarily
from the Federal Society to which it is affiliated, and similarly, placing its deposits with
or making investments in any regulated financial institution of its choice and not
necessarily with only the federal tier to which it is affiliated.

(xxiv) To considered the suggestions and instruction contained in the inspection and
audit of the Registrar of Co-operative Societies, Reserve Bank ,NABARD, the
Accountant General, Meghalaya and Chartered Accountant relating to the working of
the Bank.

Bye-Law No.34- (ii) The Board of Directors may constitute a Central Loan Committee at Head Office
which may deal with the loan proposals up to the limit as per CMA Norms as prescribed
by NABARD on a single application and any loan proposal beyond this limit shall be
delt with by the Executive Committee/The Board of Directors. It may also constitute
Branch Advisory Committee and Branch Loan Committee and define their functions.

The Board of Directors may also frame loan policies and individual loan decisions.

Bye-Laws No.36-  The Bank shall prepare annually in such forms as may be prescribed by the appropriate
authority (a) Profit and loss Account, (d)Balance Sheet, and

(e) such other statements as may be prescribed by the Registrar of Cooperative
Societies, NABARD or RBI.

(a.a.) The Statements shall be made up to 31st March every year or any other date as
may be prescribed by the Registrar of Cooperative Societies, NABARD or RBI and
got the account audited by the qualified Chartered Accountant in each financial year,
subject to such directions as the Reserve Bank may issue from time to time.

The Bank shall place the audited statements of accounts and report of the Board of
Directors before the General Assembly.

(b.b.)  The Accounts of the Bank shall be audited and certified by a qualified Chartered
Accountants appointed by it from the panel approved by NABARD;

(c.c.) The Registrar of Cooperative Societies shall ensure conduct of special Audit of
the Bank if requested by the Reserve Bank in the manner and forms stipulated by the
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Reserve Bank and also furnish a copy of the Report to the Reserve Bank and National
Bank (NABARD) within the time stipulated by the Reserve Bank.

(new insertion):

(d.d.) the Bank shall follow prescribed prudential norms including PACS and CRAR
as per circulars/Instructions issued by RBI/NABARD from time to time.

(ix) Not more than 5% to Welfare fund as per Rule 60 of the Meghalaya Co-operative
Societies Rules for undertaking social welfare activities;

Bye-Law No.38(v)- 38.(v) Dividend on shares held by the members not exceeding 12.1/2 % provided that
not more than 20% of the net profit shall be distributed as  dividend in a year, by the
Bank including PACS in consultation with NABARD.

Bye-Law No.39(b)- 39.(b) The Reserve Bank shall belong to the Bank as a whole. No member can claim
a share in it. It shall be invested in any of the Security specified in section 20 of the
Indian Trust Act, 1982. The government or the Registrar shall have no power to direct
the Bank to contribute to any fund other than those required for improving its net
worth or own fund.

Bye-Law No.46- The Bank shall be liquidated only by an order of the Government of Meghalaya and
any other authorities as may be competent.

On dissolution of the Bank, the reserve fund and any other undisbursed cash in hand
shall be applied to discharging liabilities of the Bank and the repayment of the share
capital. Any sum that may be remain may be applied to such item or local and public
utility as may be selected by the members of the dissolved Bank and approved by the
Registrar. If within three months of the notice published in the official Gazette under
section 68 of the Cooperative Societies Act, notifying the closing of the liquidation
proceedings of the Bank, the members fail to select an item as an aforesaid the
Registrar shall apply the fund to such local public utility as may be determined by him
or credit the remaining sum to the reserve fund of the Bank to be formed to replace
the dissolved Bank or if there be no such Bank, to any other deserving Bank (Society)
existing within the same are of opeation and have objects similar those of the dissolved
Bank or if there be no such Bank to any registered Bank in Meghalaya, as may be
determined by the Registrar.

Bye-Law No.54- The Bye-Laws-laws of the Bank shall be registered by the Registrar within thirty days
from the date of receipt of the application.
