& conditions will automatically stands rejected.

The following are the rates of Security Deposit:-

e For Contract upto Rs. 20,000/-, 2% from tribal contractor and 3% from non-tribal
Contractor.

e For Contract upto Rs. 50,000/-, 3% from tribal contractor and 4% from non-tribal
Contractor.

e For Contract upto Rs. 1, 00,000/-, 4% from tribal contractor and 5% from non-tribal
Contractor.

e For Contract over Rs. 1, 00,000/-, 5% for all categories.

Once the rates offered in the tenders are accepted, no enhancement of rates will be accepted
under any circumstances and the tenderer will be liable to supply at the rates approved and
accepted by the Director General of Police, Meghalaya.

receipt of intimation regarding acceptance of tender. Failure to submit counter-samples in
time as per the specification of the approved sample will entail cancellation of offer and
forfeiture of Earnest Money/ Security Deposit.

(A) Delivery shall have to be completed within 8 (eight) weeks from the date of receipt of
supply orders.
