Meghalaya considers it necessary to revise the boundary and jurisdiction of the existing Mawlai Police Station
in the East Khasi Hills District;

Now, therefore, the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to order revision of the boundaries, of the aforesaid

existing Police Station at Mawlai and to describe the revised boundaries and jurisdiction of the existing Police

Station as indicated here under with effect from the date of publication of this Notification in the Official Gazette

of Meghalaya. On revision of the Mawlai Police Station, the areas coming under its jurisdiction shall cease to be

under the Barapani Police Station.

Revised Description of the Boundaries of the Mawlai Police Station

North -

From the Jaiaw Bridge over Wah Umkhrah river (near cremation ground) in a Westerly direction
along Wah Umkhrah (stream inclusive) upto Umiam River (i.e. along the Northern boundary of

Garikhana Police Station).
Down the Umiam river till it meets the Umiam lake near the old Umiam-bridge (submerged).

Along the boundary of Government Reserve Forest in an Easterly direction touching the Umiam
lake upto the Main Dam and upto Raid Bang (Mawiong Rim) touching the confluence between
Umiam river and Umshing stream, thence up this stream upto its source and the boundary
runs in a Southerly direction till it meets the village boundary between Mawtawar and Mawpat
villages, then it follows the Mawroh -Mawtawar road towards Mawroh (the road inclusive), i.e,

along the Northern boundary of Shillong Sadar Police Station.

From Mawroh towards the West along the Northern boundary of Shillong Police Station upto

Jaiaw Bridge (Near cremation ground).

No.HPL.146/2005/141.—Whereas for public convenience and better administration the Governor of
Meghalaya considers it necessary to revise the boundary and jurisdiction of the existing Barapani Police Station
in the Ri-Bhoi District;

Now, therefore, the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to order revision of the boundaries of the aforesaid
existing Police Station at Barapani and to describe the revised boundaries and jurisdiction of the existing Police
Station on the Southern side only as indicated here under with effect from the date of publication of this Notification
in the Official Gazette of Meghalaya. And whereas the boundary description in the North, West and East remain
the same. On revision of the Barapani Police Station on the Southern side, the areas of Mawiong Umjapung

and Mawiong Rim shall cease to be under the Barapani Police Station.

Revised Description of the Boundary of the Barapani Police Station oh the Southern side.

South - From the above mentioned point, the boundary runs in a Westerly direction along Umkhen till it
meets Umlew. Thence, the boundary runs in a Westerly direction along the Umlew upto one of its
source South of Bhoirymbong village near Height 2838 where it meets the Forest Boundary. Thence,
North - West along the Forest Boundary till it meets a tributary of the Umiew river. Thence, the
boundary runs in a South - Westerly direction along the Umiam river touching the main Dam.
Thence, in a Westerly direction touching the Umiam lake along the boundary of the Government
Reserve Forest till it meets the bridge at the Southern end of Mawlyndep village. Thence, upto the
Umraleng river, which is also the tri-junction of the East Khasi Hills, West Khasi Hills and Ri - Bhoi
District.

This modifies the earlier Notification No.HPL.326/78/463, dated 12th October, 1983 to the extent specified

above.
