CONTROLLED COMMODITIES

Rice and other controlled commodities will be according to controlled rate prevailing from
the time for which necessary permit from supply Department will be produced by the
indenting officer but lifting may be entrusted to the contractor. Willing Tenderer may quoted
the handling charges but such charges will either be paid at prevailing Government rate or on
the tendered rate whichever is lower.

The commodities availing on quote from the manufacturer of from Government Agencies
will be procured from each so.

In case control rate is lifted by Government on the commodities during the contracted period
the price for supply of these commodities will be fixed at local market wholesale and
certified by the Civil Authorities concerned. If any commodity which are not of controlled
price at the time of Tender but are controlled or price controlled subsequently during the
current in the contract will have to be supplied by the successful Tenderer (appointed
contractor) at wholesale, contract price, controlled rates, as the case may be excluding the
cost of containers so that the controller over such commodities remain operative and if the
control is again lifted then such items supplied will be paid at the scheduled contract basis.
Supply will be on daily, weekly, monthly or other periodical instalments according to
requirement to be determined by the Indenting Officer, to be delivered at the store room or in
the premises of the institutions concerned. Loose quantity if required must be delivered in
bag or container to be arranged by the selected tenderer or to be returned subsequently by the
indenting officer. No extra charges for carrying or for containers shall be paid to the
contractor.

The dietary articles should confirmed strictly to the accepted standard sample and should be
free from dirt and dust and should conform to the provision of the Pure Food Adulteration
Act, 1956 and the rule made there under. 'THESE ARTICLES AND SUBJECT TO
ANALYTICAL, EXAMINATION AND THE CONSIDERED BY THE INDENTING
OFFICER AND THE ANALYTICAL FEES TO BE RELEASED FROM THE SELECTED
TENDERER.
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Eggs in particular must be fresh and if after boiling these are found decomposed or
unsuitable for consumption the Indenting Officer shall purchase from any easily available
sources for some time if arrangement for immediate replacement is not possible, the selected

tenderer shall be under obligation to bear the extra cost involved in such purchases.

Ration commodities, indenting officer or any person authorized by the indenting -officer of

the respective institution shall check the articles at the time of delivery and any defect found

shall have to be rectified by the selected tenderer.
