Organizations (FOs) within the district.

5. Facilitate the greater involvement of private sector
and firms and organizations in providing inputs,
technical support, agro-processing and marketing
services to farmers.

6. Encourage agriculture lending institutions to
increase the availability of capital to resource poor
and marginal farmers, especially SC, ST and
Women Farmers.

7. Encourage each line department, plus the KVK
and ZRS to establish farmers advisory
Committees to provide feedback and input into
the respective R-E Programmes.

8. Enter into contracts and agreements as
appropriate to promote and support agricultural
development activities within the district.

9. Identify other sources of financial support that
would help ensure the financial sustainability of
the ATMA and its participating units.
