No.Health.54/2010/319.—In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to Article 309 of
the Constitution, the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to make the following Rules, with further to
amend the Meghalaya Medical Attendance Rules, 1981, namely :

1. Short title, commencement - (i) These rules may be called the Meghalaya Medical Attendance
(17th Amendment) Rules, 2009.

(ii) They shall come into force at once.

2. Addition of new clauses to Sub-Rule (3) of Rule 10 of the Meghalaya Medical Attendance Rules
after clause (azxvii), the new clause (azxviii) shall be added namely, “The Children’s Hospital
Pohkseh”, Shillong.

No.Health.250/95/Pt/190.—In supercession of Govt. letter No.Health.250/95/Pt/189, dated 11th August,
2011, the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to constitute the Meghalaya State Health Advisosry Board for the
State which shall be done through an official Notification.

1. The Board shall consist of officials and non-official members not exceeding 8 (eight) which may be
specified in the Notification.

2. The board shall comprise of 1 (one) Chairman, 2 (two) Co-Chairman and 2 (two) Vice Chairman, Member-
Secretary & any other members as required.

3. The Board shall function for such period or periods as may be specified in the Notification and the periods
and if so desire may be extended from time to time by the Government as it deems fit.

The Functions of the Board shall be:-

(i) To advise the Government in Health Department regarding the general policies on Health Programmes
and to monitor such programmes and implementation thereof,

(ii) To advise the Government in Health Department regarding the programmes to deal with certain diseases
prone areas,

(iii) To undertake field visits to study the existing pattern and extent of Health Care provided by the
Government and non-government agencies and to recommend measures for strengthening and
improvement.

4. The Board may invite any member or members as it deems fit which may assist the Board in its
deliberations.

5. The Board shall have an official Member-Secretary to be initiated either at the instance of the Board or
the State Government.

6. Any proposal to be taken up in the Board, may be initiated either at the instance of the Board or the State
Government.

7. (a) The Board shall hold its meeting every 3 (three) months under ordinary circumstances and more
frequently if circumstances arise.

(b) In the absence of the Chairman, the Co-Chairman shall preside over the Board Meeting, and in their
absence the Vice-Chairman shall preside.
