“Bye-law” means bye-laws of the North Eastern Council Secretariat Employees
Co-operative Thrift and Mutual Benefit Society Ltd. as framed under Rule-(9)
of the Rules read with Section - 9 of the Act.

He/she has purchased, at least one Share and paid admission fee of ¥ 10
(Rupees ten).

He/she has paid minimum monthly contribution of ¥ 500/- (Rupees five hundred)
only per month in addition to the share money.

The share capital of a member unless paid up otherwise shall be paid along
with his/her first monthly contribution.

Every member of the Societies shall be required to make monthly contribution to
the Societies at the minimum rate of ¥ 500/- (Rupees five hundred) only per
month subject to a maximum of ¥ 5000/- (Rupees five thousand) only per month.
The rate of monthly contribution may be changed only once within a period of
one year.

Interest on the contribution will be paid at the rate to be fixed in the Annual
General Meeting on the recommendation of the Board of Management. Interest
on contribution shall be compound annually. No interest shall accrue unless
the contribution amount reached to ¥ 3000/- (Rupees three thousand) only.

A member may withdraw from his/her accumulated contribution on following
circumstances/cases.

Withdrawal shall be considered for death cases with 1(one) month notice provided
the debt if any to be settled mutually from other sources and other cases such
as retirement, Registration of premature/unwilling to continue as member shall
be withdrawal membership within 3 (three) months notice provided the debt if
any may be settled within the said period,

In all cases not exceeded ¥ 3000/- (Rupees three thousand) only at a time on
application and on notice of one month provided he/she not indebt to the Society,

No application for withdrawal shall be entertained before expiry of one year
from the date of initial members.

No loan shall ordinarily be granted to a member when he/she already has loan
amount outstanding his/her name. However it can be considered to the condition
that the outstanding loan amount plus loan applied for shall not exceed the
maximum ceiling depending on the fund position.

Loans shall be of two kinds only:-
General

Special loan means “Medical Loan” subject to 2 (two) members in a month.

The applicant member may be granted a loan subject to a maximum of ¥ 1,50,000/-
(Rupees one lakh fifty thousand) only at any time inclusive of General loan and
medical Loan and the rate of ceiling shall change from time to time by the AGM.

% 1,50,000/- (Rupees one lakh fifty thousand) only.

The maximum amount of loan including Special Loan shall not exceed the maximum
limit of ¥1,50,000/- (Rupees one lakh fifty thousand ) only.

Under special circumstances, such as hospitalization of family members, a member
may be granted Emergency Loan not exceeding ¥ 20,000/- (Rupees twenty
thousand) only to be recovered in 50 equal installments. For such purpose, a sum
of ¥ 40,000/-(Rupees-forty thousand) only in every month would be earmarked.
The Medical loan & General Loan and Special Loan if any should not exceed the
maximum ceiling of ¥1,50,000/- (Rupees one lakh fifty thousand) only as at this
stage.

The rate of interest charged on all loan shall be ordinarily 9 (nine) percent per
annum. Provided that the General Body have the power to vary the rate whenever
circumstances arises.

The period of repayment of loan shall not exceed 50 (fifty) equal installment for all
cases as dicided by the AGM from time time.
In case of General loan 50 (fifty) equal installment.

In case of Medical loan 50 (fifty) equal installment,
New Addition- In case of Medical loans.

Dividend shall normally be allowed on the Share Capital of a member. But the
General Body in the annual meeting may decided any portion of the net profit to be
given as dividend to the share holder depending upon the fund position.

The balance of the net profit of a particular year shall be apportioned as under:-

25% (Twenty five) percent to Reserve fund.

% 30,000/- (Rupees thirty thousand) only to the members, Chairman @ 10%, Vice
Chairman @ 3%, Secretary @ 24%, Joint Secretary (Finance) @ 39%, Secretary
(General) @ 3%, Examiner @ 3% and six(6) members @ 3% each. Other special
work as required by other special work as required by the Society from time to time
iS necessary.

Payment of remuneration/incentive/honorarium ¥ 2000/- (Rupees two thousand)
only to members of Accounts Section who are involved for deduction and
disbursement of contribution and loan amount of the individual member and any
other amount if required as incentive/honorarium to member appointed for special
purpose.

Payment of dividend to Share holders from the net profit after operating the profit
as per (i), (ii), (iii), (a) & (b).

CDF @ 6.25% to the Register of Co-operative Society.
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(iii) New Addition - Productivity linked bonus to be considered to all the members
subject to the arrival of net profit after audit at the rate of 20% and the same will be
declared by the Executive Committee.
