3. In the “Regulations on Graduate Medical Education, 1997”, the following additions/modifications/deletions/
substitutions, shall be as indicated therein :-

4. In Chapter I, clause 5, sub-clause II, under the heading “Procedure for selection to MBBS course shall
be as follows”, as amended vide notification No.MCI-31(1)/2010-Med/49068, dated 21st December, 2010,
shall be substituted as under:

“Il. In order to be eligible for admission to MBBS Course for a particular academic year, it shall be
necessary for a candidate to obtain minimum of marks at 50th percentile in ‘National Eligibility-cum-
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Entrance Test (NEET) to MBBS course’ held for the said academic year. However, in respect of candidates
belonging to Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes, Other Backward Classes, the minimum marks shall be at
40th percentile. In respect of candidates with locomotory disability of lower limbs in terms of Clause 4(3) above,
the minimum marks shall be at 45th percentile.The percentile shall be determined on the basis of highest
marks secured in the All India common merit list in ‘National Eligibility-cum- Entrance Test (NEET) to MBBS
course’:

Provided when sufficient number of candidates in the respective categories fail to secure minimum
marks as prescribed in Nationality Eligibility-cum-Entrance Test held for any academic year for admission to
MBBS Course,the Central Government in consultation with Medical Council of India may at its discretion lower
the minimum marks required for admission to MBBS Course for candidates belonging to respective categories
and marks so lowered by the Central Government shall be applicable for the said academic year only”.

In Chapter I, clause 5, sub clause II, under the heading “Procedure for selection to MBBS course shall
be as follows”, as amended vide notification No.MCI-31(1)/2010-Med/49068, dated 21st December, 2010, shall
be added as under:

“VI. To be eligible for admission to MBBS course, a candidate must have passed in the subjects of
Physics,Chemistry,Biology/ Bio-technology and English individually and must have obtained a minimum of 50
% marks taken together in Physics, Chemistry and Biology/Bio-technology at the qualifying examination as
mentioned in clause (2) of Regulation 4 and in addition must have come in the merit list of ‘Nationality Eligibility-
cum-Entrance Test’ for admission to MBBS course.In respect of candidates belonging to Scheduled Castes,

Bio-technology taken together in qualifying examination shall be 40 % instead of 50 %. In respect of candidates
with locomotory disability of lower limbs in terms of Clause 4(3) above, the minimum marks in qualifying
examination in Physics,Chemistry and Biology/Bio-technology taken together in qualifying examination shall
be 45 % instead of 50 % :
